The UN is composed of "member states" but the organization itself is called the United Nations.
Nations and states may seem identical, but they aren't. And the distinction is more than purely
academic. "States" govern a territory with boundaries. They have laws, taxes, officials, currencies,
postal services, police and (usually) armies. They wage war, negotiate treaties, put people in prison
and regulate life in thousands of ways. They claim "sovereignty" within their territory -- a kind of
exclusive jurisdiction that goes back to the rule of kings.

"Nations" by contrast are groups of people claiming common bonds like language, culture and
historical identity. Benedict Anderson calls them "imagined communities." Some groups claiming
to be nations have a state of their own, like the French, Dutch, Egyptians and Japanese.

Others want a state but do not have one: East Timorese, Tibetans, Chechnyans and Palestinians for
example. Others don't want statehood but claim and enjoy some autonomy. The Sioux are a nation
within the boundaries of the United States, the Catalan within Spain, and the Scots within Britain.
Each of these nations has its own special territory, rights, laws and culture. But not statehood.

Some imagined nations are larger than states or cross state boundaries. The "Arab nation" embraces
more than a dozen states, while the nation of the Kurds takes in large chunks of four states. There
can be sharp differences about the legitimacy of states and nations, both within and outside of their
territory. Nations may be "imagined communities," but they are not imagined in the same way by
everybody.

Terms implied in fact
Terms implied in fact are ones which are not expressly set out in the contract, but
which the parties must have intended to include. The courts have adopted two tests
governing whether a term may be implied. The first is the "officious bystander" test,
where a term is so obvious that its inclusion goes without saying, and had an
officious bystander asked the parties at the time of contracting whether the term
ought to be included, the parties would have replied "Oh, of course". In other words,
if it can be established that both parties regarded the term as obvious and would have
accepted it, had it been put to them at the time of contracting, that should suffice to
support the implication of the term in fact. The alternative test for implication is that
of "business efficacy", where the contract would be unworkable without the term. For
example, it has been held that in a contract for the use of a wharf, it was an implied
term that it was safe for a ship to lie at the wharf. Under this test, a term will be
implied if the contract simply could not work without such a term. It is important to
note that the courts will not imply a term merely because it would be reasonable or
desirable to do so. Further, a term cannot be implied if it conflicts with the express
terms of the contract.

The world’s highest court dealing with the oceans issued a groundbreaking opinion on Tuesday that
said excessive greenhouse gases were pollutants that could cause irreversible harm to the marine
environment and must be cut back.

The advisory opinion by the court, the International Tribunal for the Law of the Sea, is not binding,
but it stated that, legally, nations must take all necessary measures to reduce, control and prevent
marine pollution caused by human-made greenhouse gas emissions. The 21 judges on the tribunal
were unanimous in their opinion, and experts say it could lead to more wide-ranging claims for
damages against polluting nations.

The stance taken by the tribunal, which is sometimes called the Oceans Court, is also likely to affect
how other international and national courts address the growing dangers posed by climate change.

The request for an advisory opinion was made by a group of small island nations that are already
affected by rising sea levels as their coasts erode or become inhabitable and fresh water for drinking
and planting crops turns saline. The court’s opinion applies to the more than 165 countries that
ratified the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea, which includes large polluters such
as China, Russia and India, but not the United States.

The convention is the legal framework that covers the uses of the oceans and their resources,
including the obligation to protect the marine environment.

The opinion issued on Tuesday effectively expanded the definition of marine pollution to include
greenhouse gases. The convention, which was negotiated in the 1970s, does not mention these
emissions and their adverse effects on the world’s oceans, which are based on more recent science.

Luckily, the
skills gained from studying law can be applied to other careers. “Studying law teaches you how to
construct arguments, think critically and challenge policy — all valuable skills needed for a career in
politics,” says Megan Carrick, a law student at the University of Kent.

In Britain, according to statistics on the social backgrounds of MPs, around 14% of MPs in
2010 were formerly barristers or solicitors.

There’s a huge range of rewarding and interesting jobs in politics for law students — working
in public relations, communications, consultancy, or even in the civil service. Law is a noble
profession, but studying it needn’t limit your career options.

UN agency urges Pakistan to halt expelling Afghans during winter.

The U.N. refugee agency on Wednesday urged Pakistan to halt deportation of undocumented
Afghan refugees during the harsh winter season, as police continued to search homes and expel
Afghanis who had not already left.

Islamabad last month announced it would expel over a million undocumented refugees, mostly
Afghans, amid a row with Kabul over charges that it harbours anti-Pakistan militants. Over 370,000
Afghans have fled Pakistan since Oct. 1.

"UNHCR is calling upon the government of Pakistan to halt these mass numbers of returns
during this harsh season of winter because the cold in Afghanistan is really deadly and it can take
lives," the agency's regional spokesman, Babar Baloch, told Reuters TV in an interview.

The agency has said the Afghans' return should be voluntary and that Pakistan should identify
vulnerable individuals who need international protection.

Pakistan is home to over 4 million Afghan migrants and refugees, about 1.7 million of whom
are undocumented. Many came after the Taliban retook Afghanistan in 2021.

Pakistani police have been searching door to door in refugees settlements for those who have
not left voluntarily, beginning with the port city of Karachi, where hundreds of thousands of Afghans
live. Anyone remaining may be forcefully expelled.

Thousands of Afghans have gone underground in Pakistan to avoid deportation, fearing for
their lives if they return to Taliban-ruled Afghanistan following the hasty withdrawal of U.S.-led
western forces in 2021.

Pakistan's Supreme Court has admitted a petition filed by rights activists seeking to halt the
deportation, which is yet to be taken up for a hearing, a court order issued on Wednesday said.

Glencore to pay $1bn settlement amid US bribery and market abuse
allegations

The commodities trading giant Glencore will pay a $1bn US settlement and has indicated it will
plead guilty to seven counts of bribery in the UK related to its oil operations in Africa.

Glencore, a member of the FTSE 100 index of Britain’s biggest public companies, said it would pay
penalties of $700m to resolve US bribery investigations and $485m to resolve market manipulation
investigations, with some reductions in anticipation of settlements in other countries.

The company also indicated a UK subsidiary would plead guilty to charges heard at Westminster
magistrates court in London on Tuesday, the UK’s Serious Fraud Office said in a statement.

The charges came after investigations by US and UK authorities, started in 2018 and 2019,
respectively. When Glencore first revealed the US Department of Justice investigation in 2018 it
said that documents were requested related to business dealings dating as far back as 2007.

The SFO* alleged that it had found “profit-driven bribery and corruption across the company’s oil
operations in Cameroon, Equatorial Guinea, Ivory Coast, Nigeria, and South Sudan”. “Glencore
agents and employees paid bribes worth over $25m for preferential access to oil, with approval by
the company,” the SFO alleged.

In February, the company said it had set aside $1.5bn to cover potential fines and costs related to
bribery and corruption investigations in the UK, US and Brazil. Although the settlement is
significant, it is still smaller than the $4 bn Glencore announced — on the same day — would be
returned to shareholders after record profits.



A sentencing hearing will take place on 21 June, when payments it must make will be determined,
although Glencore said that it did not expect the total fines to exceed the $1.5bn set aside —
suggesting UK authorities are likely to receive significantly less than their US counterparts.

Dutch and Swiss authorities are also investigating alleged wrongdoing, some of which is thought to
be related to operations in the Democratic Republic of Conge.

Lisa Osofsky, the Serious Fraud Office’s director, said: “This significant investigation, which the
Serious Fraud Office has brought to court in less than three years, is the result of our expertise, our
tenacity and the strength of our partnership with the US and other jurisdictions. We won’t stop
fighting serious fraud, bribery and corruption, and we look forward to the next steps in this major
prosecution.”

Kalidas Madhavpeddi, Glencore’s chair, said: “Glencore today is not the company it was when the
unacceptable practices behind this misconduct occurred.”

Glencore confirmed in a stock market announcement on Tuesday afternoon that it would appear in
court in the UK and US “in connection with proposed resolutions of the relevant investigations”,
and that it would make a further statement after the hearings finished.

Adidas loses three-stripe trademark battle in European court



Adidas has been unsuccessful in an attempt to expand its trademark three-stripe design in the EU
after a court ruled it was not “distinctive” enough.

The company did not “prove that that mark has acquired, throughout the territory of the EU,
distinctive character following the use which had been made of it”, the general court of the EU said
on Wednesday.

The three-stripe logo was first registered by Adidas’s founder, Adi Dassler, on a football boot on 18
August 1949, but the court said it was not sufficient to identify the products as originating from the
brand.

The ruling is part of a long-running dispute between the German sportswear manufacturer and the
Belgian company Shoe Branding Europe.

In 2014, Adidas was granted a trademark on “three parallel equidistant stripes of identical width,
applied on the product in any direction” on clothing, hats and shoes.

However, in 2016, Shoe Branding Europe applied to the EU intellectual property office for the
trademark to be annulled.

Mark Caddle, a trademark lawyer at the European intellectual property firm Withers & Rogers, said
Adidas had “failed to provide sufficient evidence to show that when seeing three stripes on
clothing, footwear or headgear, consumers immediately associate such products with Adidas”.
Adidas, which can appeal to the European court of justice, said it was “disappointed” with the
ruling but still evaluating its implications.

“This ruling is limited to this particular execution of the three-stripe mark and does not impact on
the broad scope of protection that Adidas has on its well-known three-stripe mark in various forms
in Europe,” the company said in a statement.

David Stone, the global head of intellectual property at the law firm Allen & Overy, said the
invalidation of the trademark “won’t make much practical difference on the street” because Adidas
has trademarks on the three-stripe logo in various specific positions.

He added that the case highlighted the challenge for well-known brands trying to gain protection
across the EU.

“The cost is enormous — and missing out Malta, for example, can prove fatal. The pendulum has
probably swung too far in that direction, and it may well be time to accept that EU consumers do
recognise these signs as trademarks,” Stone said.

It is not the first time Adidas has failed to protect the three-stripe motif. In 2003, it lost a dispute
with the Dutch company Fitnessworld, which was using a two-stripe design.

Major companies regularly go to court in efforts to protect their trademarks. However, these efforts
can sometimes backfire.

In January, the Galway-based business Supermac persuaded the EU IPO to cancel McDonald’s use
of the Big Mac trademark, opening the way for Supermac to expand across Britain and continental
Europe.

In July last year, Nestl¢ failed to trademark the design of “four trapezoidal bars aligned on a
rectangular base” — also known as a KitKat.

South Africa grants Putin and Brics leaders diplomatic immunity for summit

South Africa has issued blanket diplomatic immunity to all leaders attending an August summit,
meaning Vladimir Putin might be able to travel to Johannesburg and not fear the country acting on
an international criminal court warrant for his arrest.

South African officials insisted the broad offer of immunity, issued in a government gazette, may
not trump the ICC arrest warrant. As an ICC member, South Africa would be under pressure, and
possibly under a legal requirement, to arrest Putin. The court issued a warrant for his arrest in
March over the alleged forcible deportation of children from Ukraine to Russia.

South Africa is hosting a summit of the BRICS group: Brazil, China, India, Russia and South
Africa, in August. A two-day planning meeting of foreign ministers is due to take place this
Thursday.

“This is a standard conferment of immunities that we do for all international conferences and
summits held in South Africa, irrespective of the level of participation,” the Department of Foreign
Affairs said on Tuesday. “The immunities are for the conference and not for specific individuals.
They are meant to protect the conference and its attendees from the jurisdiction of the host country
for the duration of the conference.”

In April, South African president, Cyril Ramaphosa, appointed an inter-ministerial committee
headed by his deputy president, Paul Mashatile, to look into how the law applied to a visit by the
Russian president. The government is looking into the wording of the Rome Statute, the charter that
established the ICC, for a loophole that would enable Putin to attend without South Africa having to
arrest him.

Article 98 of the ICC Rome Statute states: “The court may not proceed with a request for surrender
or assistance which would require the requested State to act inconsistently with its obligations under
international law with respect to the State or diplomatic immunity of a person ... of a third state,
unless the court can first obtain the cooperation of that third State for the waiver of the immunity.”
Some say this wording provides South Africa with a chance to invite Putin and not be under any
obligation to arrest him.

A similar row occurred in 2005 when the then Sudanese president Omar al-Bashir came to Sour
Africa. He swiftly left the county as it became increasingly likely that the South African high court
was about to rule that he had to be arrested.

Russia has stepped up its drive to boost ties with Africa to help offset a chill in relations with the
west prompted by its invasion of Ukraine, and plans to hold an Africa-Russia summit in St
Petersburg in July.



It is not clear yet if Putin would be willing to save South Africa from the diplomatic dilemma by not
attending in person. The Kremlin said on Tuesday that Russia would take part at the “proper level”.
The foreign minister, Sergei Lavrov, is already slated to attend the planning meeting.

The BRICS group of large emerging economies is increasingly seen as a rival to the G7 group of
western industrialised countries.

Asked at a regular news briefing about the possibility of an arrest warrant, the Kremlin
spokesperson, Dmitry Peskov, said: “Of course we count as a bare minimum on partner countries in
such an important format not being guided by such illegal decisions.”

South Africa has been accused of fence-sitting over Russia’s invasion of Ukraine. The US embassy
recently claimed South Africa had sent weapons to Russia. Support for Russia inside the ruling
ANC is strong due to the Soviet Union’s role in opposing colonialism.

The government notice about immunity, which was gazetted on Monday, was routine protocol to
protect the conference, the foreign ministry said, adding: “These immunities do not override any
warrant that may have been issued by any international tribunal against any attendee of the
conference.”

El Salvador accused of ‘massive’ human rights violations with 2% of adults in
prison

Amnesty International has accused El Salvador’s government of committing “massive human rights
violations” during an extraordinary security crackdown that has seen more than 36,000 people
arrested in just over two months.

The clampdown was orchestrated by the Central American country’s authoritarian-minded
president, Nayib Bukele, in late March after a sudden eruption of bloodshed that saw 87 murders in
a single weekend.

Bukele’s response to those killings was swift and severe, with pro-government lawmakers
approving a draconian state of exception which entered its third month last week. This week,
Bukele’s security minister, Gustavo Villatoro, claimed 36,277 people had been detained since their
“war on gangs” began: 31,163 men and 5,114 women.

If true, that would mean more people have been arrested in El Salvador in the last two months than
in the whole of last year. The population of the country’s already overcrowded prisons would have
almost doubled since March while almost 2% of the country’s entire adult population would now
find itself behind bars.

Independent polls suggest many of El Salvador’s 6 million citizens agree, with Bukele’s already
sky-high approval ratings rising since the state of emergency was imposed.

Yet campaigners, critics and members of the international community have profound misgivings
about the stunning wave of arrests, the suspension of basic civil liberties and due process, and the
detention of hundreds, possibly thousands of innocent citizens from mostly impoverished
communities.

At least 21 prisoners have died while in custody, according to one local newspaper, El Diario de
Hoy, with many of those victims reportedly suffering signs of violence or torture. Some of those
arrested are reportedly as young as 12.

Erika Guevara Rosa, Amnesty International’s director for the Americas, said brutal and ineffective
hardline crime policies had been imposed on many parts of Latin America over the years, from El
Salvador and Mexico to Brazil and Colombia, with “perverse” results.

“But we had certainly never seen arbitrary detentions on such a massive scale in such a short space
of time,” added the activist who is in El Salvador’s capital, San Salvador, to denounce what she
called an “extremely distressing” crisis.

Guevara Rosa called the crackdown the latest step in the “systematic dismantling” of El Salvador’s
institutions and “the total collapse of the rule of law” that has played out since Bukele took power
on 1 June 2019.

Last March the president’s party, Nuevas Ideas (New Ideas), won a supermajority in the assembly,
giving him vast powers to push through highly controversial initiatives such as this year’s state of
exception.

An overwhelming majority of voters celebrate the dramatic drop in violence achieved under
Bukele’s presidency, even if independent media reports suggest it was achieved through a secret
pact with the gangs that appears to have temporarily collapsed in late March for reasons that remain
murky.

Vanuatu’s push for legal protection from climate change wins crucial
support

Vanuatu’s push for the international court of justice to protect vulnerable nations from climate
change has received the backing of 1,500 civil society organisations from more than 130 countries,
as it heads toward a crucial vote at the UN General Assembly later this year.

In 2021 Vanuatu announced its intention to seek an advisory opinion by the international court of
justice on the rights of present and future generations to be protected from climate change.

If it succeeds, the ICJ’s advisory opinion - although non-binding - carries legal weight and moral
authority which experts say could help shape international law. The opinion could also influence
domestic and regional courts and tribunals when addressing issues relating to climate change.



Vanuatu is trying to build support for its motion ahead of the UN General Assembly later this year,
at which it needs to secure at least 97 votes, in order for the matter to be referred to the ICJ.

The alliance, announced on Friday, represents more than 1,500 civil society organisations (CSOs)
from across the globe, including preeminent climate groups from the Pacific: Climate Action
Network - International, Greenpeace Australia Pacific, Oxfam in the Pacific, 350 Pacific, Pacific
Islands Climate Action Network and Vanuatu Climate Action Network.

An independent observer of Vanuatu’s campaign said the alliance could put pressure on other
nations to support Vanuatu’s initiative.

“It throws the weight of these CSOs behind the initiative, which will put pressure on other states to
support the initiative. There have been similar proposals before, which have been driven by other
Pacific countries, like Palau in 2011, which have been derailed by pressure from rich countries,
such as the United States,” said Fleur Ramsay, a Pacific islander lawyer specialising in climate and
environmental law with the Environmental Defenders Office.

Vanuatu has engaged a Pacific law firm, Blue Ocean Law, to represent them in their campaign for
the advisory opinion and has retained external counsel to assist with the development of the legal
strategy, including lawyers from the UK, the US, France, Canada, Greece, India, Switzerland and
Fiji.

Vanuatu is one of the countries most affected by the climate crisis, with a combination of climate
risks that include sea level and temperature rises, as well as extreme weather events including
cyclones, storm surges, landslides, flooding and droughts.

It is also among Pacific nations at the forefront of the climate fight. Vanuatu has been a vocal
proponent in limiting temperature rise from global warming to 1.5C. The Pacific nation launched an
online data modelling tool to perceive and prepare for potential impacts of rising tides and storm
surges. It is are also experimenting with crossbreed crop varieties to identify climate resilient crops
including taro. Vanuatu ratified the Paris Agreement in 2016 and is one of 43 nations on the
Climate Vulnerable Forum.

In his speech to the United Nations General Assembly in September 2021, Vanuatu prime minister
Bob Loughman said: “The dire consequences of climate change can no longer be ignored, and the
science linking climate change to past and present emissions of greenhouse gases is now beyond
question. Climate change is driving sea level rise, desertification, disease redistribution, floods,
unprecedented ‘heat domes’, cyclones, hurricanes, and other extreme weather events.”

1) Subject to subsection (2) below, where a State desires that land shall be diplomatic or consular
premises, it shall apply to the Secretary of State for his consent to the land being such premises.

2) A State need not make such an application in relation to land if the Secretary of State accepted it
as diplomatic or consular premises immediately before the coming into force of this section.

3) In no case is land to be regarded as a State’s diplomatic or consular premises for the purposes of
any enactment or rule of law unless it has been so accepted or the Secretary of State has given that
State consent under this section in relation to it; and if—

a) a State ceases to use land for the purposes of its mission or exclusively for the purposes of a
consular post; or

b) the Secretary of State withdraws his acceptance or consent in relation to land,

it thereupon ceases to be diplomatic or consular premises for the purposes of all enactments and
rules of law.

4) The Secretary of State shall only give or withdraw consent or withdraw acceptance if he is
satisfied that to do so is permissible under international law.

5) In determining whether to do so he shall have regard to all material considerations, and in
particular, but without prejudice to the generality of this subsection—

a) to the safety of the public;
b) to national security; and

¢) to town and country planning.



6) If a State intends to cease using land as premises of its mission or as consular premises, it shall
give the Secretary of State notice of that intention, specifying the date on which it intends to cease
so using them.

7) In any proceedings a certificate issued by or under the authority of the Secretary of State stating
any fact relevant to the question whether or not land was at any time diplomatic or consular
premises shall be conclusive of that fact.

Poland pays $250,000 to victims of CIA rendition and torture
o Associated Press in Warsaw/ 15 May 2019

Poland is paying a quarter of a million dollars to two terror suspects tortured by the CIA in a secret
facility in this country — prompting outrage among many here who feel they are being punished for
American wrongdoing.
Europe’s top human rights court imposed the penalty against Poland, setting a Saturday deadline.
It upsets many in Poland that their country is facing legal repercussions for the secret rendition and
detention programme which the CIA operated under then-President George W Bush in several
countries across the world after the 9/11 attacks.
So far no US officials have been held accountable, but the European court of human rights has shown
that it does not want to let European powers that helped the programme remain unpunished. The court
also ordered Macedonia in 2012 to pay €60,000 to a Lebanese-German man who was seized in
Macedonia by mistake on suspicion of terrorism and subjected to abuse by the CIA.
For now, it remains unclear how a European government can make payments to two men who have
been held for years at Guantanamo with almost no contact to the outside world. Even lawyers for the
suspects were tight-lipped, though they said the money would not be used to fund terrorism.
Poland appealed against the ruling but lost in February. The foreign minister, Grzegorz Schetyna,
said at the time that “we will abide by this ruling because we are a law-abiding country”.
The country apparently received millions of dollars from the United States when it allowed the site
to operate in 2002 and 2003, last year’s report on the renditions program by the US Senate intelligence
committee said in a section that appears to refer to Poland though the country name was redacted.
The ruling by the European court of human rights also required Poland to seek diplomatic guarantees
from the United States that the suspects not face the death penalty, a request that Poland sent several
weeks ago. That move was largely symbolic given that a foreign government cannot dictate such a
matter to the United States. But the court wanted Poland to make a “good faith effort” to pressure its
US ally not to impose the death penalty, said Adam Bodnar, a human rights lawyer with the Helsinki
Foundation for Human Rights, who has been a sharp critic of Poland’s role in the detention
programme.
