An unruly OPEC is causing problems for Russia and Saudi Arabia
The cartel is failing to drive up oil prices

The meeting in November of the Organisation of the Petroleum Exporting Countries and its partners
(opect) was meant to be a staid affair. Instead, the summit was first pushed back from the 26th and
then moved online, revealing a fracas between the cartel’s big producers and its minnows. After
acquiescing to lower output quotas at their previous meeting in June, opect’s west African members
were unhappy to learn that Russia and Saudi Arabia, the bloc’s de facto leaders, wanted to further
curtail output. One oil minister, Diamantino Azevedo of Angola, planned to boycott the in-person
meeting altogether.

As The Economist went to press, opec+ was at last due to meet online. Members were reported to be
preparing modest additional cuts into 2024. This would represent the extension of a strategy in place
since last October, under which they try to resist downward pressure on prices by restricting supply.
Saudi Arabia and Russia are leading the way, with cuts of Im barrels a day (b/d) and 300,000 b/d
respectively; the rest of opec+ is together contributing another 3.7m b/d in cuts. Yet the price of the
Brent crude benchmark is down by around 15% since the strategy was introduced—it currently sits at
$83 a barrel—and has fallen for the past five weeks.

The back-and-forth over November’s pow-wow exposes the difficulties that opec+ faces. Recent oil-
price drops reflect both expectations of slowing global demand, influenced by concerns over China’s
economy, and the fact that geopolitical risk has fallen: few now expect the war in Gaza to turn into a
broader regional conflict. At the same time, other producers, including America, Brazil and Guyana,
have increased output, making up for opec+’s cuts.

Yet the price falls also reflect the fact that opec+ is struggling to hold the line. The cartel welcomed
an additional ten countries when it gained the plus sign in 2016, and plans to recruit still more. A
larger organisation has no choice but to straddle divergent interests, as is now clear. The Angolan
minister who planned to boycott the in-person get-together also walked out of another meeting in June
alongside his counterpart from Gabon. The two ministers were apparently protesting against quota
reductions. Along with others, they worry that output cuts will hurt investment in exploration At least
Angola does not exceed its targets. Not all countries are so well-behaved. Iraq, for example, is
producing 180,000 b/d more than its limit. Iran and Venezuela are not subject to the group’s
production caps because of sanctions. Mexico refuses to accept quotas. Despite being members of
opec+, all have been selling more oil of late, eagerly hoovering up the market share forfeited by Russia
and Saudi Arabia.

The last time the group faced a similar state of affairs—decelerating demand, new entrants and co-
ordination problems—in 2014, officials chose a different strategy, as Alberto Behar of the imf and
Robert Ritz of Cambridge University have written. Back then members increased supply in an attempt
to drive down the oil price. The aim, as announced at opec’s meeting in November nine years ago,
was to grab market share (and in so doing drive out American competitors). This had the advantage
of stimulating demand and not requiring discipline among opec’s members: they were able to produce
oil to their hearts’ content.

Such an approach is no longer feasible. opec’s market-share strategy last time round helped
discipline America’s oil producers, pushing them to become more efficient and therefore more
resistant to future squeezes. JPMorgan Chase, a bank, reckons that the cost of getting oil out of
the American ground has declined by more than one-third since 2014. The country’s oilmen
have found methods to fracture rocks that produce more fissures, easing the extraction of oil,
and now drill deeper wells that have longer lifespans.

Saudi Arabia would very much like opec+’s current strategy to succeed. Its free-spending government
has pushed up the price at which the country’s budget balances to $85 a barrel, according to the imf—



and that number is higher when outlays from its sovereign wealth fund are included. Russia,
meanwhile, needs oil revenues to fund its war in Ukraine. Delaying the meeting to November 30th
did not help either country. Both will now be hoping for a change in their luck.

Why Europe is scared of quantitative tightening
It risks worsening the continent’s divides Nov 24th 2022, the Economist

Central banks are finally getting into the swing of quantitative tightening (qt). The Bank of Canada
has shed a fifth of its balance-sheet this year. The Bank of England held its first gilt auction on
November 1st. The Fed’s balance-sheet shrank by $85bn in October, twice the size of the reduction
three months earlier. But in Europe, where officials have flirted with qt for months, the European
Central Bank (ecb) is yet to let go of a single bond.

The continent’s central bankers have sent mixed messages about when qt will arrive.

qt 1s a nerve-racking experience for all central bankers. When buying bonds during quantitative easing
(ge), policymakers were unsure about the impact of their growing balance-sheets. In reverse, the



uncertainty is greater, particularly given the fragility of financial markets and the global economy.
Experiments with qt have gone wrong in the past, as in 2019 when the Fed roiled the Treasury market.

And qt is particularly difficult for the ecb. Most central banks have bought just one government’s
debt. The ecb has 19 bond markets to worry about. One effect of qe is that it reduces the spread
between the low borrowing costs of Germany and those of indebted economies like Italy. When
inflation was low the ecb could pass this off as a side-effect of its stimulus. Now it is raising rates it
must find other arguments in favour of containing spreads.

In parts of Europe’s financial system, qt looks increasingly urgent. The continent’s financial firms
borrow and lend €11.5trn every year in its “repo” markets, in which the firms post bonds as collateral
in return for short-term funding. The market is so big in part because policymakers encouraged its
growth in the early days of the euro zone, hoping that German and Greek bonds would change hands
on the same terms. This dream of a uniform repo market died during Europe’s debt crisis a decade
ago, when companies thought Irish and Portuguese bonds were so risky that they stopped swapping
them altogether, ultimately widening spreads. But it has left legions of lightly regulated traders
ravenous for German bunds.

Since 2015 the ecb has scooped up bonds, starving these traders of collateral. Recent rate rises have
worsened the shortage. Higher rates push down bond prices. Because it is the value of bonds which
matters when posting collateral, a given transaction now requires more bonds. The higher rates go,
the worse the problem.

German bonds have become so scarce that traders betting on yields have bid up their price. In
September yields on some short-term bonds, half of which are on the ecb’s balance-sheet, fell 1.1
percentage points below interbank interest rates, to their lowest since the euro-zone crisis. Though
high rates in Italy might mess with monetary policy, cheap borrowing in Germany could undermine
the inflation fight.The ecb’s policymakers are thus caught in something of a bind. Rapid qt would
release short-term German bunds from its balance-sheet, ease Europe’s shortage of collateral and
placate inflation hawks. But it would also threaten to widen spreads on long-term debt that—in a
nightmare scenario like the euro-zone crisis—could be pushed still wider by traders turned off by
risky peripheral collateral. Delaying qt protects the periphery. It does so at the cost of raising the
financial stakes.

French, German ministers to tell U.S. not to poach EU investments



PARIS, Feb 4, 2023 (Reuters)

France and Germany's economy ministers will tell senior U.S. officials not to try to actively poach
green investments from Europe when they visit Washington next week to raise concerns about U.S.
green tech subsidies, two French officials said.

France's Bruno Le Maire and Germany's Robert Habeck are due to press concerns in Washington
about tax credits under the United States' Inflation Reduction Act that subsidises products from
electric cars to solar panels as long as they meet requirements on being locally produced.

The two are due to meet White House officials on Tuesday in addition to Treasury Secretary Janet
Yellen, Trade Representative Katherine Tai and Commerce Secretary Gina Raimondo, the officials
from France's economy ministry said.

EU governments are worried the tax credits not only put European producers at an unfair disadvantage
but could be actively used to lure investment away from Europe to the United States."One of the
ministers' messages will be to not approach European companies about moving plants to the U.S.
There will be enough room for everyone to invest both in Europe and the U.S.," one official said. The
second official said the aim was to avoid "aggressive pitches" to EU firms to invest in the United
States.

The first official said there was little scope for new concessions from Washington for better treatment
of EU companies after the European Commission already secured a partial win on electric vehicles
built outside North America qualifying for tax credits if leased by consumers.Nonetheless, the
ministers are hoping to convince U.S. officials to allow more leniency over local production
requirements for critical materials used in electric vehicle batteries, the first official said. They will
also seek a U.S. commitment to be transparent about subsidies companies receive under the Inflation
Reduction Act, both officials said.

That is key because it could determine how much state support European companies can receive under
a European Commission proposal to allow third-country subsidies to be matched in Europe. Biden
denies benefits are holding back job-seekers can't refuse that job and just keep getting unemployment
benefits," the president said.Under the $1.9tn (£1.35tn) coronavirus rescue package that Mr Biden
signed into law in March, certain workers can get a $300 weekly supplemental unemployment
benefit.

Green energy tycoon to launch UK’s first electric airline

The green energy tycoon Dale Vince is planning to launch Britain’s first electric airline in a move
designed to prove polluting industries can decarbonise.



Ecojet, styled as a “flag carrier for green Britain”, will launch early next year with a 19-seater plane
travelling on a route between Edinburgh and Southampton.

The planes will run initially on kerosene-based fuel for the first year, before being retrofitted with
engines that convert green hydrogen into electricity.

Vince founded the UK’s first green energy company, Ecotricity, in 1995 and has spent his career
launching low-carbon and ethically minded ventures across energy, transport, food and football.

Vince told the Guardian: “We want to prove that one of the last frontiers [of decarbonisation] can be
broken and that it’s not insolvable.

“A lot of people seem to think that people who are eco-conscious want everyone to live a life of self-
denial in a cave. Green living is not about giving things up — everything we like to have in this life
can be done in a net zero life.”

The airline will launch with several green-striped 19-seater planes capable of travelling for 300 miles.
Vince hopes to expand the number of routes out to cover all of Britain’s big cities.

The aviation industry is examining various options to decarbonise, including electric flight and the
use of sustainable aviation fuel, a biofuel that can be made from agricultural products.

The cryptocurrency is up by 63% this year

For a brief moment, everyone who owned bitcoin had made money from it. On March 5th the
crypto token rose to an all-time high of just above $69,000 — a level sure to delight the
meme-loving crypto-crowd — before slipping back a little. The record capped a remarkable comeback
from the dark days of November 2022, when interest-rate rises were crushing risk appetite and ftx, a
crypto exchange, had just gone bust. At the time, buying bitcoin on such exchanges seemed like little
more than a fun and novel way to get robbed.

Bitcoin is hardly rallying in isolation: everything is going up. Stock markets all over the world are
near record highs. So are gold prices. Even bond prices are climbing after a miserable two-year stretch.
The catalyst is a combination of artificial-intelligence hype, joy at the state of the global economy and
expectations of looser monetary policy to come.

Still, bitcoin is doing better than most assets. On January 10th the Securities and Exchange
Commission, an American regulator, approved applications by ten investment firms, including
BlackRock and Fidelity, to create bitcoin exchange-traded funds (etfs). These make it easier for
everyday investors to buy the cryptocurrency.

At long last, Europe’s economy is starting to grow

Now for the hard part

There is only one problem with chatter about Europe’s “soft landing”: its economy never truly flew.
Whereas America’s growth has consistently amazed, Europe’s has been miserable. Exclude Ireland,
where statistics are distorted by multinational firms minimising tax, and the EU’s GDP has risen by
about 3% since 2019, compared with a 9% increase in America.

Yet Europe’s outlook is undoubtedly improving. Data published on May 15th show that the euro zone
grew by 0.3% in the first quarter of this year against the previous quarter. This was the first significant
growth in six consecutive quarters and enough for the currency bloc to emerge from a recession. The
same day the European Commission upgraded its forecasts for eu growth.

Inflation has been brought to heel, too. Figures published on May 17th show that the annual rate of
price growth in the euro zone remained steady at 2.4% in April, only a smidgen above the European
Central Bank’s (ecb) 2% target. Core inflation, which excludes volatile food and energy prices, fell
from 2.9% to 2.7%, meaning that disinflation is being driven by more than just the collapse of gas
prices, which have fallen to around a quarter of the level they reached in 2022. Encouragingly, this



has been achieved without extra joblessness. The eu’s unemployment rate was 6.1% in the first quarter
of this year, just above its lowest since the turn of the millennium.

Europe’s south—traditionally its laggard—has grown faster than the north, with Italy outpacing both
France and Germany. In part, this is because of the eu’s recovery fund, which was launched during
the covid-19 pandemic but is still pumping out funds. Southern Europe also “does better when
inflation is a bit higher”, notes Claus Vistesen of Pantheon Macroeconomics, a consultancy, since
rising prices make debts more bearable. Meanwhile, northern Europe suffered more from higher gas
prices after Russia invaded Ukraine.

With inflation less of a problem, monetary policy can now support Europe’s recovery. A handful of
the continent’s central banks have already cut interest rates. Hungary, which started raising them
earlier than most countries, has now lowered them eight times. In the Czech Republic rates have fallen
to 5.25% from 7% in December. Markets expect the ecb to lower its policy rate three times this year,
starting on June 5th. By contrast, they expect America’s Federal Reserve to cut just once.

A real economic take-off would require higher productivity and genuine investment. Much of the
recovery has so far come from domestic demand: Europeans are in employment and lower energy
prices have increased their spending power. At the same time, however, productivity, as measured by
gdp per worker, has fallen since 2022. Unless workers become more efficient, Europe will in all
likelihood fall still further behind America. Indeed, the imf forecasts that European gdp per person
will drop from 68% of America’s in 2019 to 66% by 2029. The continent has emerged from the gloom
of the past few years. Now for the hard part.

The energy transition could make India even more unequal

India’s energy transition is well under way. Generation capacity from renewable sources nearly
doubled in the five years to last November, from 72 gigawatts (gw) to 133gw. The government of
Narendra Modi has set a target of generating 500gw from renewable sources, or half the projected
total capacity, by 2030.

But coal will remain an important part of the mix. According to a study by NITI Aayog, a
government think-tank, demand for it will not peak until 2035-2040. That helps explain why India
has given itself until 2070 to hit net-zero emissions. This should provide latitude to develop its
economy—and also give the regions most reliant on fossil fuels time to adjust.

India’s mineral riches are largely in its eastern and central states. These are among its poorest
places. Without proper planning, dwindling coal revenues could throw their economies into disarray.
Neither can they rely on much investment in renewables. In a cruel quirk of geography, six of the
eight Indian states that receive the most sunshine and wind are in the prosperous south and west.

Consider Jharkhand. It is India’s biggest coal-producing state, with 28% of proven reserves. It is
also grindingly poor: 28% of its people are classified as living in extreme poverty, the second-
highest rate of any state. Mining is a big chunk of its economy, accounting for 78% of non-tax
revenues. Of its 24 districts, 18 produce coal or host coal-dependent industries.

Yet of India’s 1050gw wind-and-solar potential, Jharkhand accounts for just 18gw, or 1.7%. By
contrast, four states in south India and two in its west, along with Madhya Pradesh in the middle and
the desert state of Rajasthan in the north-west, account for two-thirds.

India’s energy economy is already shifting. Nearly 75% of the country’s installed solar and wind
generation capacity in 2020 was in the six southern and western states. Less than 5% was in ten
northern, eastern and central states, excluding Madhya Pradesh. Though coal production and
consumption are still growing, coal’s share in the electricity-generation mix declined from 57% to



48% in the five years to last November. States such as Jharkhand face a prospect of having to buy
energy from other states, even as their revenues from coal decrease. Their fiscal deficits are likely to

balloon.

Jharkhand, the state that will be hardest-hit, is already thinking ahead. In late 2022 it set up a task-
force to plan for what it calls a “just transition”. The task-force is charged with devising policies to
help exploit whatever solar potential Jharkhand has, perhaps on disused coalfields, and to incentivise
green industries such as hydrogen. It is also working to ensure its policies are implemented by the
state’s bureaucracy. This is an example to other affected states.

Limiting the negative fallout of the energy transition will be important not just for such states, but also
for regions that stand to benefit and for India overall. As part of its federal compact, richer states help
fund poorer ones by paying more into central government coffers than they draw out. If Jharkhand
and its peers grow poorer, southern and western states will find themselves footing a larger bill. So
far, the central government ministries have shown little interest in thinking through, and mitigating,
such economic consequences. That needs to change.

BBV A shares rise after Sabadell rejects takeover proposal

Shares in Spanish bank BBV A rose as much as 1.9% on Tuesday morning after Sabadell rejected what
it described as an unsolicited takeover proposal from BBVA.

At 0805 GMT, shares in BBVA, Spain's second-biggest lender by market value, were up 1.5%, while
those of number four lender Sabadell were down 1.7%.

On Monday, Sabadell said its board believed BBV A's proposal significantly undervalued its potential
and growth prospects. BBV A said it regretted Sabadell board's decision, without giving any hint of
its next move.

BBVA could now walk away, raise its offer, or launch a hostile takeover bid. A spokesperson declined
to comment.

Spanish broker Alantra said it did not expect BBVA to improve its offer or go hostile.

"We rule out that BBVA will go hostile given that the management will destroy its track record of
financial discipline and that around 50% of Sabadell shareholders are retail investors, which would
largely follow the board's decision in any case," it said.

The broker also said it believed BBV A would not switch into a cash bid as it was proposing a friendly
merger, and paying cash would be inconsistent with that.

RBC Capital, however, said BBVA would likely have some wiggle room on price, and "Sabadell has
probably not fully closed the door to future negotiations, although the two parties currently seem a
long way away from finding middle ground".

Last week, BBV A proposed offering one newly issued BBV A share for each 4.83 Sabadell share, a
30% premium to Sabadell's closing price on April 29 and valuing it at about 12 billion euros.

Since then, Sabadell's shares have risen about 8.8%, while BBV A's have fallen 9.7%, reducing the
value of the proposal to around 11 billion euros.

Why a stronger dollar is dangerous

It sets the stage for a nasty new Trump-China clash, among other things

The dollar is looking formidable. It has risen by 4% this year, measured against a trade-weighted
basket of currencies; the fundamentals point to further appreciation. With a presidential election
looming, and both Democrats and Republicans determined to promote American manufacturing, the
world is on the verge of a new period of strong-dollar geopolitics.

This situation is made still more difficult by the fact that the currency’s strength reflects weakness
elsewhere. By the end of 2023, America’s economy was 8% larger than at the end of 2019. Those of
Britain, France, Germany and Japan each grew by less than 2% during the same period. The yen is at
a 34-year low against the dollar. The euro has dropped to $1.07 from $1.10 at the start of the year.



A strong dollar tends to raise the price of American exports and lower the price of imports, widening
the country’s persistent trade deficit. Elsewhere, a mighty greenback is good for exporters that have
costs denominated in other currencies. But high American interest rates and a strong dollar generate
imported inflation, which is now exacerbated by relatively high oil prices. In addition, companies that
have borrowed in dollars face steeper repayments. On April 18th the IMF warned about the impact of
these developments on global financial stability.

Many countries have ample foreign-exchange reserves that they could sell to bolster their currencies:
Japan has $1.3trn, India $643bn and South Korea $419bn. Yet any relief would be temporary.
Although sales slowed the strengthening of the dollar in 2022, when the Fed began raising interest
rates, they did not stop it.

Another option is international co-ordination to halt the greenback’s climb. The beginnings of this
were on display in April, when the finance ministers of America, Japan and South Korea issued a joint
statement expressing concern about the slump of the yen and won. This may be the precursor to more
intervention, in the form of joint sales of foreign-exchange reserves, to prevent the two Asian
currencies from weakening further.

Anyhow, yen and won weakness is driven by the gap in interest rates between America and other
countries. South Korea’s two-year government bonds offer a return of around 3.5%, and Japan’s just
0.3%, while American Treasuries maturing at the same time offer 5%, making investors face a
straightforward choice - to buttress the dollar.

Then there are countries with which America is less likely to co-operate. China saw $39bn or so in
foreign-exchange outflows in March as investors fled the country’s languishing economy. The yuan
has weakened steadily against the dollar since the beginning of the year, when the dollar has risen
from 7.18 yuan to 7.25. Bank of America expects it to reach 7.45 by September. That would place
the yuan at its weakest since 2007, providing a boost to China’s latest export drive. Cheap Chinese
electric vehicles may be about to become cheaper still.

Even protectionists in America may be willing to overlook allies’ weak currencies, at least for a time.
They are less likely to do so for China. This raises the risk of further tariffs and sanctions, and maybe
even the return of China to America’s list of currency manipulators. As long as America’s economy
outperforms, the dollar is likely to remain strong. And as long as American politicians see that as a
cause for concern, trade tensions are sure to rise.

Japan loses crown as world’s third-largest economy after it slips into recession

Fall in rank below Germany has been attributed to a weak yen and country’s ageing, shrinking
population

Japan has been eclipsed by Germany as the world’s third-biggest economy and has slipped into
recession, according to data released Thursday, as the country battles a weak yen and an ageing,
shrinking population.



Japan’s economy, now the world’s fourth-biggest, grew 1.9% in 2023 in nominal terms — meaning it
is not adjusted for inflation — but in dollar terms its gross domestic product (GDP) stood at $4.2tn
compared with $4.5tn for Germany.

The shift, coming more than a decade after it ceded second place to China, has been attributed to the
yen’s sharp falls against the dollar over the past two years. A weaker yen eats into profits on exports
when earnings are repatriated. The Japanese currency dropped by almost a fifth against the US dollar
in 2022 and 2023, including a 7% fall last year.

Like Japan, Germany is resource poor, has an ageing population and is heavily dependent on exports.
Europe’s biggest economy has also been shaken by rising energy prices, rising interest rates in the
eurozone and a chronic shortage of skilled labour.

While Japanese carmakers and other exporters have benefited from a weak yen — which makes their
goods cheaper on the international market — the country’s labour crunch is worse than Germany’s,
and it is struggling to address a low birthrate.

The failure of government-led attempts to boost the birthrate means chronic labour shortages are
expected to worsen, even as the country welcomes a record number of foreign workers.

Europe's bid to boost gig workers' rights fails again
February 16, 2024 - Reuters

Europe's attempt to give workers at Uber, Deliveroo and other online platforms more social and labour
rights failed a second time after France and three other countries abstained from voting on the watered-
down political deal.

Belgium, the current holder of the rotating EU presidency, is unlikely to muster enough support for
yet another attempt, especially as the European Parliament which has to endorse a final deal, gradually
winds down ahead of elections in June.

Still, it was doubtful whether the weaker provisional agreement would have benefited gig workers as
it stripped out key criteria determining whether a worker was an employee, in effect maintaining the
status quo which is currently based on national laws and court rulings.

EU lawmakers and Belgium had clinched the deal last week, the second attempt after a December
agreement failed to get the support of France and several other EU governments.

"The final compromise deal on the Platform Work Directive was put forward for endorsement by
ambassadors at Coreper," Belgium's EU representation said on X social media. Coreper refers to the
ambassadors' meeting.

"Unfortunately the necessary QMV (qualified majority voting) wasn't found," it said, adding that it
will now consider the next steps. France, Greece, Estonia and Germany refrained from voting, EU
diplomats said. That in effect torpedoed the political deal.

Uber, which had lobbied against the draft rules, said any proposal must weigh drivers' and couriers'
differing requirements.

"While the future of the Directive is now uncertain, what remains clear is that any EU-wide rules must
maintain the independence platform workers prefer while giving them the protections they deserve,"
an Uber spokesperson said.



The European Transport Workers' Federation was scathing of the EU countries' failure to find a
consensus.

"The failure of member states has dashed hopes that an EU directive would help end bogus self-
employment and give platform workers employment contracts," the lobbying group said.

"The well-funded and highly politically connected platform lobby has used its influence in Brussels
and in member states to stop any form of regulation at the EU level."

The European Commission had proposed the draft rules in 2021, with an estimated 40 million gig
economy workers in the European Union in mind.

Fiat Chrysler and Peugeot Approve a Merger They Need to Survive
The Economist, 2024.

Shareholders of the two companies voted to join forces in an effort to cope with a major technology
shift and plummeting sales and to acquire the scale necessary to survive in an industry gripped by
technological change and pummeled by the pandemic.

The new company, to be called Stellantis, will employ 400,000 people and include the Jeep, Ram
Trucks, Alfa Romeo and Maserati brands. It would be the world’s fourth-largest carmaker, after
Toyota, Volkswagen and the Renault-Nissan-Mitsubishi alliance, based on vehicle sales during the
first nine months of 2020.

Executives of Fiat Chrysler and PSA agreed to merge and have been working out the details and
securing regulatory approval since then. Together, the two companies believe they stand a better
chance of surviving a transition to electric vehicles, which is happening faster than most analysts
predicted.

“We are living through a profound era of change in our industry,” John Elkann, the chairman of Fiat
Chrysler, told shareholders, “We believe the coming decade will redefine mobility as we know it.”

The new company, which will be based in the Netherlands with large operations in France, Italy and
the United States, will face major difficulties. Neither Fiat Chrysler nor PSA has a strong presence in
China, the world’s largest car market, and they have been slow to introduce electric vehicles.



At the same time, two companies have some assets, such as the popular Jeep and Ram brands, said
Peter Wells, a professor at Cardiff Business School in Wales. Fiat and PSA delivery vans are selling
briskly in Europe as people buy more goods online.

But Fiat Chrysler and PSA also have grave problems, Mr. Wells said, such as underused assembly
lines, which will make it difficult for them to fulfill promises to unions and the French government, a
major shareholder, not to close factories The damage wrought by the pandemic prompted the
companies to adjust the terms of the merger. A special dividend to Fiat Chrysler shareholders, to be
paid when the deal closes later in January, was cut to 2.9 billion euros, or $3.6 billion, from €5.5
billion. In return, Fiat Chrysler shareholders will get a bigger slice of possible future payouts.

“We are ready for this merger,” Mr. Tavares, the chief executive of PSA, said during the meeting of
PSA shareholders, - “The merger would allow the companies to share the cost of developing electric
vehicles. and give PSA access to the American market while reducing its dependence on Europe.

Mr. Wells of Cardiff Business School said that, for all its faults, the merger probably offered Fiat
Chrysler and PSA their best chance of surviving in a brutally competitive environment. «If it didn’t
go through, the consequences would be much worse,” Mr. Wells said. “The handwriting would have
been on the wall for these two companies.”

Millions more in cash needed to fund UK’s open-banking watchdog

Banks are under pressure to stump up millions of pounds in interim funding for the organisation that
polices open banking, with regulators saying the new money is needed to prevent financial crime
and protect consumers if things “go wrong”.

Large banks including NatWest, HSBC, Lloyds and Santander UK were among more than 40 City
firms summoned by the Financial Conduct Authority (FCA) last week to discuss a cash injection
into Open Banking Limited (OBL), the body that oversees innovation in this area.

The Treasury and regulator are seeking £10m in total but want nearly a third of that sum as soon as
1 April 2024.

Launched in 2018, open banking set out to end the dominance of the UK’s biggest lenders. It meant
individuals could share their personal financial information with startups and fintech firms to gain
access to better deals on products such as mortgages, overdrafts and loans, usually through apps.
However, it also came with the health warning that users could be susceptible to data breaches and
scams.

A letter sent out to chief executives days before the Thursday meeting said each firm was expected
to contribute about £70,000 to £100,000 each, which suggests they hope about 30 firms will stump
up the cash.

Regulators said the funds would support the supervisor’s work, mitigate the risks of fraud and
financial crime, and ensure effective consumer protection if things “go wrong”.

The regulators warned that a lack of funding “would delay further the progress of open banking
within the UK. We do see real benefits from open banking, and are hugely excited by the
possibilities it holds — we want to realise them as soon as we can for the benefit of all,” the letter,
seen by the Guardian, said.

Larger banks are relieved that their smaller counterparts are being asked to fund the body, given that
just nine lenders were previously footing the bill for the entire operation, three sources said.

Biden plans to bar some U.S. investments in China, track others

WASHINGTON, Feb 10 (Reuters)

The Biden administration plans to outright ban investments in some Chinese technology companies
and increase scrutiny of others, three sources said, part of its plan to crack down on the billions that
American firms have poured into sensitive Chinese sectors.

The ban is expected to apply to some investments tied to chip production, two of the sources said. The
upcoming rules are likely to track sweeping new restrictions the U.S. placed on exports of American
artificial intelligence (Al) chips, chipmaking tools, and supercomputers, among other technologies, to
China in October, sources also said.

The plan will be laid out in an executive order the White House is expected to unveil in the coming
months. China hawks in Washington blame American investors for transferring capital and valuable
know-how to Chinese tech companies that could help advance Beijing's military capabilities.

Relations with China have soured after one of its surveillance balloons was spotted over the United
States, prompting China watchers to anticipate more punitive measures from Washington against
Beijing in the short term. That could include the long-awaited outbound investment order.

In addition to the ban on some investments, a broad swathe of transactions would be considered
"notice and go," requiring the investors to simply advise the government of their plans, with no risk
of disapproval.

The Biden administration would give industry a chance to weigh in on proposed rules before the plan
took effect, a source said.

While details of the order could change, the tiered approach shows the Biden administration is trying
to take a scalpel to controlling U.S. investments in China after its unilateral roll-out of the October
export curbs on China angered allies and U.S. firms.

It also illustrates the government's desire for more information on U.S. investment in Chinese tech
startups. A report by a Georgetown University think tank earlier this month showed U.S. investors
including the investment units of chipmakers Intel Corp and Qualcomm Inc accounted for nearly a
fifth of investments in Chinese Al companies from 2015 to 2021, transactions valued at $40.2 billion.

The executive order, previously expected for the fourth quarter of last year, was further delayed in
part to avoid antagonizing Beijing ahead of Secretary of State Antony Blinken's planned February trip
to China. That trip was later postponed because of the Chinese spy balloon.

National security adviser Jake Sullivan first flagged the issue in July 2021 when he said outbound
U.S. investment flows into Chinese technology might harm national security and undermine export
controls.

China's exports soar as US recovers and India stalls
May 10

China's exports unexpectedly surged last month as America's speedy recovery from the pandemic
spurred demand.

Stalled factory production in India, as the country struggles with a coronavirus crisis, also helped
boost the global market for Chinese goods.

China's exports in dollar terms surged by more than 32% from a year earlier to almost $264bn
(£190bn).In the same month imports grew at the fastest pace in more than a decade, rising by 43%
from a year ago.Despite ongoing trade tensions with the US and other countries, China's exports for
the month were almost $43bn more than its imports, a more than threefold increase.

Economists highlight that the figures are heavily skewed as they are compared to the period a year
ago when the country was brought to a virtual standstill by strict lockdown measures.

But the recovery of the world's second largest economy still faces some major challenges.

Analysts expect China's gross domestic product growth to slow from the record 18.3% expansion in
the January-March quarter.



That comes as the Covid-19 pandemic disrupts supply chains around the world, slowing the movement
of goods and pushing up the cost of shipping.

The global shortage of microchips, which are used in everything from cars to phones, is also hurting
manufacturers.Last week, China's official manufacturing purchasing managers' index showed that
factory activity growth slowed in April from the previous month.

On Thursday, China "indefinitely" suspended key economic dialogue with Australia, the latest in a
growing diplomatic rift between the countries. Relations have declined since Australia called for a
probe into the origins of Covid-19 and banned Chinese telecoms giant Huawei from building its 5G
network.

Government intervenes in Abu Dhabi's bid to buy Telegraph

The culture and media secretary has intervened to scrutinise a sale of the Daily Telegraph to a
company backed by the Abu Dhabi ruling family. The title was taken over by Lloyds Bank as it sought
to recover £1.1bn owed by the owners, the Barclay family.

An Abu Dhabi-backed firm this month agreed to pay the sum and take control. It was understood that
after the debt was paid to Lloyds, the publication would be passed on swiftly to the new owners.

Sheikh Mansour bin Zayed Al Nahyan, best known in the UK for his ownership of Manchester City
football club, has thrown his considerable financial heft behind RedBird IMI, the investment
consortium looking to take control of the Telegraph and the Spectator. The consortium is run by Jeff
Zucker, the former president of CNN.

As the BBC reported on Wednesday, the Secretary of State, Lucy Frazer, did not feel it appropriate to
intervene in a debt repayment transaction. However, as she has previously indicated and now
confirmed, the transfer of the politically important Telegraph to what is essentially a foreign power is
a matter the UK government and other regulators need to scrutinise.

Ms Frazer has now issued a Public Interest Intervention Notice (PIIN) because of concerns that she
had about the Telegraph that warrant further investigation.

The deal has been referred to the Competition and Markets Authority (CMA), which will look at
jurisdictional and competition matters, and the media regulator Ofcom, which will look at "the need
for accurate presentation of news and free expression of opinion in newspapers", she said.

Both the CMA and Ofcom have been asked to report back by 26 January 2024.

Jeff Zucker is a very experienced news chief and has hit back at any suggestion that the editorial
independence of the Daily Telegraph, the Sunday Telegraph and the Spectator would be compromised
by Gulf ownership.

But former editors, senior politicians and grassroots Conservatives have voiced grave concerns about
the deal. Simply put, the Barclay family, who have twisted and turned for many years from Lloyds to
preserve their ownership of the Telegraph, have now replaced their Lloyds debt with a debt to the Abu
Dhabi royal family.



Lionel Barber, the former editor of the FT, has pointed out that the UK has allowed a convicted
fraudster, Conrad Black, to own the Telegraph and the son of a former KGB agent, Evgeny Lebedev,
to own the Independent and the Evening Standard.

Sheikh Mansour is taking a financial risk in wiring the money to Lloyds when it is unclear whether
he will ever get to take control of the assets he is paying for, but as someone close to the deal said,
that seems to be "a risk he's willing to take".

Rainforests provide a public good. The world should pay to conserve them
Dec 2nd 2023

An ambitious Brazilian plan launched at the COP could help

At last, good news from the Brazilian Amazon. In the first eight months of 2023, the pace of
deforestation has fallen by nearly 50% compared with last year. This reflects a change of government.
Jair Bolsonaro, Brazil’s president from 2019 to 2022, was an outspoken chum of the loggers and
ranchers who are slicing down and burning the rainforest.

His ejection by voters last year gave the Amazon a much-needed respite. His successor, Luiz Inacio
Lula da Silva, actually cares about conservation. As we report this week, gun-toting federal agents are
once again making a serious effort to shut down illegal mining operations and blow up their equipment
(see Americas section).

But muscle, on its own, is not enough. To establish something resembling the rule of law in the
Amazon, Lula is trying to clarify who owns it. This is long overdue. Currently, at least 22 separate
Brazilian agencies register land claims there. They barely talk to each other, so vast swathes of the
forest are subject to overlapping claims.

Lula is trying to change these incentives. He is pushing to designate undesignated land as protected,
and to integrate all the property registers into one coherent system. It is a huge task, involving clever
use of satellite data and digital technology. It is also politically fraught, since many state and local
politicians are cosy with the farming and wildcat mining lobbies and will jealously guard their
influence over how land is apportioned.

Which is why the rest of the world should help pay to preserve it. At the cop on December 1st, Lula
asked for money to give local people in developing countries economic alternatives to cutting down



rainforests. His environment minister outlined an ambitious plan: a $250bn fund that would pay a
fixed sum per hectare of forest to countries that prevent their forests from shrinking more than a very
small amount each year. The funding for this, Brazil hopes, would come from sovereign wealth funds.

Lula is unlikely to raise $250bn—it is far more than has been offered before. And not all the
governments asking for cash are likely to spend it wisely. But there is a decent chance that Brazil
could make good use of external financing, which it sorely needs. No amount of enforcement will
stop people from chopping down trees if they see no other way of making a living—illegal miners
whose equipment is blown up by the environmental police may simply go to work on beef farms
carved out of the rainforest. Also, if Lula’s efforts to save the trees are all stick and no carrot, he is
more likely to lose the next election to a more Bolsonaro-like rival. So rich countries should chip in.
And Brazil, for its part, should be more open to foreign advice, expertise and help on the ground than
it has been in the past. It is not too late to save the Amazon, but the clock hands are whirring like the
teeth of a chainsaw.

ECB’s High Interest Rates Probably Stalled Euro-Zone Economy
October 27, 2023 — Bloomberg

The euro-region economy stalled or even contracted in the third quarter under the cumulative weight
of successive interest-rate hikes, according to forecasters.

All but four of the 29 economists surveyed by Bloomberg predict data on Tuesday to show gross
domestic product either stagnated or shrank after only a brief spurt of expansion during the three
months through June. A separate report is seen likely to reveal noticeably weaker inflation in October.

European Central Bank President Christine Lagarde warned this month that an unprecedented
tightening in financial conditions is taking hold after 10 rate increases. She is said to have told
European Union chiefs earlier this week that the economy is likely to face stagnation in successive
quarters.

That’s relatively optimistic compared with the projections of economists at Barclays, who reckon the
region could be in recession. “Monetary tightening is being transmitted quite forcefully, and we’ve
not yet seen the peak of it,” Silvia Ardagna, the UK bank’s head of European economics research,
told Bloomberg Television on Wednesday. “We think that core inflation and headline inflation will
get back to 2% sooner than the ECB forecast, and that’s because we have much weaker economic
activity forecasts.”

It’s Germany — whose GDP data come out on Monday, along with Austria and Belgium — that
economists reckon weighed down the euro zone most severely during the third quarter. The next day,
France and Italy will release numbers that may show they eked out marginal expansion. Initial reports
from elsewhere in the region on Friday were mixed: Spain sustained growth during the quarter but
Ireland’s economy noticeably shrank.

If the euro-zone number turns out to show contraction that would be the first such drop in GDP since
the pandemic struck in 2020. An outcome of stagnation would confirm that the economy has grown
in only one quarter out of the past four.

UK economy set to grow at fastest rate in more than 70 years

The UK economy will enjoy its fastest growth in more than 70 years in 2021 as Covid-19 restrictions
are lifted, according to the Bank of England.

The economy is expected to expand by 7.25% this year, with extra government spending helping to
limit job losses. However, it follows a contraction of 9.9% in 2020, the biggest in 300 years.

"That's two years passed with no growth in the economy. "Bank policymakers held interest rates at a
record low of 0.1%."

The Bank expects the recovery to gather pace as the reopening of high streets paves the way for a
mini-spending boom. The UK's rapid vaccine rollout is also expected to boost consumer confidence.
Growth of more than 7% this year would represent the strongest expansion since official records began
in 1949.

Chancellor Rishi Sunak announced in the March Budget that the furlough scheme, which subsidises
employees' wages, would be extended until the end of September.

The Bank now expects the unemployment rate to peak at 5.5% later this year. This is far below the
7.75% it predicted in February. The number of people on furlough is expected to fall to 2.75 million
in the three months to June, from just under five million at the start of this year.

The Bank of England is trying to play down the idea that there is a post pandemic boom, but
nonetheless these are very significant increases to the forecast for economic growth this year, and a
substantial cut to predicted peak unemployment.

Much of this is "rebound" - the natural and obvious result of large swathes of the economy reopening.
But the changes indicate the underpinning of a more sustained recovery too.

The peak in unemployment has been sharply downgraded, from close to 8% to 5.5%, thanks to the
furlough scheme extension, a stronger recovery, and an assumption that the long-term damage from
the pandemic will be smaller than previously expected.

That means about 700,000 expected job losses not materialising. If this does come to pass, it will far
exceed even the most optimistic assumptions from the start of the pandemic crisis.

Households have squirrelled away more than £150bn in extra savings over the past year as more
people have worked from home, particularly higher earners. The Bank expects them to spend
about 10% of this extra cash as the economy returns to normal.

However, more than half of those surveyed by the Bank said they would keep the money in savings,
suggesting that many households remain cautious about the economic outlook.

Non-essential shops, pubs and restaurants started reopening last month as part of a phased easing of
restrictions across the UK. Inflation, as measured by the consumer prices index (CPI), currently stands
at 0.7%.



However, this is expected to increase sharply towards the Bank's target of 2% in the next few months
amid a rise in energy prices.

A new age of the worker will overturn conventional thinking

Around the rich world, wage gaps are shrinking

Few ideas are more unshakable than the notion that the rich keep getting richer while ordinary folks
fall ever further behind. The belief that capitalism is rigged to benefit the wealthy and punish the
workers has shaped how millions view the world, whom they vote for and whom they shake their fists
at. It has been a spur to political projects on both left and right, from the interventionism of Joe Biden
to the populism of Donald Trump. But is it true?

Even as the suspicion of free markets has hardened, evidence for the argument that inequality is rising
in the rich world has become flimsier. Since the covid-19 pandemic this wage compression has gone
into overdrive; according to one estimate, it has been enough to reverse an extraordinary 40% of the
pre-tax wage inequality that emerged during the previous 40 years.

To understand what is going on, it helps to consider that the blue-collar bonanza is not just an artefact
of the statistics: it makes intuitive sense, too. As we explain this week, three forces that shape labour
markets—demand, demography and digitisation—have each shifted in ways that benefit workers.
Take demand. After quiescent inflation in the mid-2010s, America’s Federal Reserve resolved to run
the economy hot in the hope that doing so would bring more people into work. Then, after covid-19
struck, governments across the rich world untied the purse-strings. As a consequence, demand for
labour has stayed high even as central banks have raised interest rates.

That higher demand has met with constrained supply, owing to shifts in demography. In the rich world
the prime working-age population is growing at its slowest pace on record, and will probably start
falling by the end of the decade. That adds to the tightness in labour markets. The unemployment rate
across the rich world, at less than 5%, is at historical lows and the working-age employment rate in
more than half of oecd countries is running close to an all-time high.

Shifts in digitisation, meanwhile, have changed who stands to benefit most in today’s labour market.
At the end of the 20th century the information revolution vastly increased the demand for college
graduates with brains and computing skills. By the mid-2010s, however, the revolution had matured
and the college wage premium began to shrink. In 2015 the average rich-world worker with a



bachelor’s degree or more was paid two-thirds more than the average high-school leaver; four years
later, the gap had narrowed to a half.

Generative artificial intelligence looks likely to reinforce this equalising trend. Early research suggests
that ai bots provide a bigger productivity boost for lower performers, helping the laggards catch up
with the vanguard. And until robotics matures, ai may add to the value of the sorts of tasks that only
humans can do, such as manual labour, or providing emotional support.

This golden age is still young—and it may be vulnerable. One danger is that recession strikes, cooling
demand for workers. On both sides of the Atlantic labour markets have shown signs of softening. Mr
Biden’s industrial policy came too recently to account for the blue-collar bonanza. If the blue-collar
age endures, the effect will be profound. The idea that capitalism fails workers is so pervasive that it
may explain why people consistently tell pollsters they are unhappy about the state of the economy.
The idea has shaped views on everything from the dangers of immigration and low-cost
manufacturers, to the desirability of more handouts and higher tariffs.
