The Dell Company Case Study

The commercialization of the Internet in the early 1990s and the introduction of the World Wide
Web in 1993 provided Dell with an opportunity to expand rapidly. The configure-to-order model
had caused Dell to gain a competitive advantage and become the number one in PC shipments.
Dell was able to turn its inventory over every five days and drive all the inventories out of the

supply chain by replacing them with information.

The innovative direct sales model strategy brought numerous benefits for the company, namely
cost savings that were passed on to Dell’s consumers as reduced PC prices. The direct model
also helped Dell to increase efficiency in booking and processing of customer orders as most of
the processes were automated online. Direct sales to customers enable Dell getting a real time
sense of demand information to optimize the rest of its supply chain.

In the beginning of XXI century Dell revise its supply chain design in response to changing
technology and customer needs. The company switched to a segmented approach where they
offered customers different product’s choices, namely, configurable, preconfigured, and ready-
to-ship. After more than a decade of tremendous success selling its PCs only online, Dell started
to sell PCs in 2007 through Wal-Mart in the United States and the GOME Group, China’s largest
electronics retailer. Since about 2005, Apple has had considerable success selling its phones and
computers through retail stores.

Currently Dell has two supply chain structures that it uses to serve its customers. For its
corporate clients some individuals who want a customized personal computer (PC), Dell builds
to order. As Dell added the retail channel, whose customers valued low price, its responsive and
customized supply chain was no longer aligned with this new channel. Dell had to design a more
efficient supply chain that was tailored to serve the low-cost channel using contract
manufacturers in low-cost countries, even if it involves longer lead times.

Another interesting aspect is that since Dell assemble Just in Time, the company promotes
flexible and sustainable relationships with suppliers to ensure they need to be ready for any raw
materials orders at any time, safeguarding customer service level. For this reason, Dell requires
its suppliers to concentrate Dell-specific inventory, that 1is, parts designed to Dell’s



specifications, near to Dell’s assembly plants, in small warehouses called Supplier Logistics
Centres (SLCs). Suppliers decide how much inventory to order and when to order based on
Dell’s target inventory level. Dell records suppliers’ deviations from the targets to ensure
customer service level. Dell withdraws inventory from the SLCs has needed, on average every
two hours.

The Internet allows companies like Dell and Apple to bring new products to market quickly.
This is particularly important in the computer and cell phone industry wherein products have
short life cycles of a few months. Whereas the Internet allows a new product to be offered as
soon as it is produced, the retail channel requires the entire supply chain to be stocked before
customers can access the product.

As a result of online sales, total transportation costs in the Dell supply chain are higher than in a
supply chain selling hardware through distributors and retailers. Dell sends individual PCs to
customers from its factories, whereas a manufacturer selling through distributors and retailers
sends large shipments on trucks to warehouses and to retailers. The Dell supply chain thus has
higher outbound transportation costs.

Online sales allow Dell to significantly improve its performance for high-value, customized
hardware in terms of both responsiveness and cost. For low-cost, standardized hardware,
however, the online channel is significantly less attractive because its main strength, inventory
reduction through aggregation, is not as valuable for low-cost, standardized configurations.
Simultaneously, the weaknesses of the online channel—poorer responsiveness and higher
transportation costs—become more significant for low-cost, standardized configurations.

To successfully forecast demand and plan production, Dell maintains a constant flow of data in
two information loops: one between customers and the Dell sales team, and the other among
sales, procurement, and suppliers. Key metrics are constantly shared with suppliers, including
forecasted sales dollars, sales quantities, and parts requirements. In return, Dell receives data
about how well suppliers can support these forecasts so as to guarantee Dell’s sales team what
products it can effectively promote.

Quality Management at Global Green Books Publishing

Global Green Books Publishing is growing its eBook business, satisfying demand
for customized eBooks for the college market and for a growing number of
commercial customers. These customers expect a high-quality product that works
in each of the environments that there users use — various operating systems,
eBook readers, and hardware (desktop computers, tablets/phablets, and
smartphones).

As part of the standard development process, each eBook goes through several
quality checks. When the order is received, a customer service representative
checks the order and a more senior customer service representative verifies the
order. During the Production Phase, a quality assistant will check the eBook
against the job order and customer order to make sure it is ready for production,
and once approved by quality, each of the requested eBook formats are created. A
second quality check is performed by the customer service representative who is
assigned to the customer to make sure that each requested format is ready to
release to the customer.

Some customers (and their eBook users) are complaining about quality problems in
the eBooks they have received from Global Green Books. Sometimes the eBooks
do not work correctly in the intended environment. Sometimes, content is not clear
or fuzzy. Sometimes, a quality check will find that not all parts of the requested
order have been included in the eBook. This causes rework before the eBook can
come back for a second quality check before being released to the customer service
representative for the final quality check. In each of these cases, the "cost of
quality" is the cost of NOT creating a quality product. Every time the project has to
rework an eBook to correct a quality defect, the cost of quality increases.

Samantha and her project managers met with a key group of supervisors who are
managing a critical number of the eBook projects. They reviewed the lessons
learned data and brainstormed from their experiences with producing eBooks to
identify some of the quality problems that they were seeing in the eBook projects.
They identified a number of issues:

e The customer’s quality requirements are never discussed within the project
team. They are dealt with by the customer service representatives at the
beginning and end of the eBook production process. This means that team
members do not know what the customer expects and just do the tasks
assigned without knowing what is “good”. They may have a very different
or no understanding of what the customer’s quality needs are, unlike the
customer service representatives.



e The standard job template doesn’t suggest that supervisors plan into their
project any reviews or checkpoints at which quality can be verified. The
only quality checks come after the eBook is finished. This does quality
checks of the whole eBook, but doesn’t allow for checks on each component
—content formats, correct conversions or desk top publishing checks.

e These two factors lead to a perception among team members that quality is
just simply some testing by some other groups (quality and customer
service), rather than a way of working and reviewing or checking work as
they proceed. Further, many team members don’t even see quality as their
responsibility, because it’s something done by someone else.

e One of the challenges facing the customer service representatives is that they
do test each eBook, but they cannot always check each eBook in an
environment that is the same as that used by the end users of the eBook.
Sometimes users have different equipment than the customer service
representatives have to use for their testing. There are times when this
causes surprises after the eBook is released. This leads to external failure
costs for dealing with processing customer complaints, dealing with rework
to fix the eBooks, and releasing a revised eBook. Luckily the customers
handle distribution to their users, so Global Green Books is not bearing the
cost of customer returns and warranty claims that they might have if they
were selling a consumer product directly to consumers.

The group agrees that they would like to make some changes to bring their total
quality costs below the costs of quality that they are currently incurring. This
means that they want to reduce the costs of failing to meet customer requirements
or expectations, and reinvest those savings into preventing problems as they go that
do not meet the customer’s requirements, and checking to make sure that the
eBook and all of its components conform to the customer’s requirements. Catching
some of the quality problems sooner, before the entire eBook is produced will also
reduce the internal failure costs that they are experiencing. These internal failure
costs are rework and re-checking following the quality checks by Quality and the
customer service representative.

Comment on the following aspects of the case study:

a) Consider the problems that Samantha and the group identified. What do
you think are the causes of these problems?

e) What appraisal activities would you suggest to evaluate the eBook
product to ensure that it meets quality standards and customer requirements?
Should they add in-process checks of eBook components in addition to their
current final inspection/tests? If so, who should do these?

f) What would you suggest they do to involve team members more in pursuit
of high quality eBooks for their customers?

Business Is Booming Almost Everywhere




Profits tend to grow fastest in the early part of a recovery, when firms use spare
capacity to raise output at little extra cost. As America's economy began to grow again, profits
duly shot up. But, ordinarily, profit growth slows as the cycle matures, firms hire more workers
and costs rise. Intriguingly, this has not yet happened in America, despite three years of strong
growth. Last year, the operating profits of the big, publicly-listed firms that make up the S&P
500 stockmarket index grew by an estimated 20%. From tech firms such as Google to industrial
and financial behemoths such as General Electric, America's bosses continue to spring pleasant
surprises on grateful shareholders. With most results announced, profits for the fourth quarter
ought comfortably to beat the 15.1% growth, year-on-year, which the market has been
expecting, says Thomson Financial, a research firm.

Things are similarly positive across the Atlantic. In Britain, the huge profits of two oil
firms, BP and Royal Dutch/Shell—Shell's $18.5 billion beat the previous British record set last
year by HSBC, a bank. On the continent, Puma, Europe's third-biggest maker of sportswear,
reported a 44% increase in net profit. Then Renault, France's second-biggest carmaker, reported
a 43% rise in net profits to €3.6 billion ($4.6 billion). France's two big luxury-goods
conglomerates, Moét Hennessy, Louis Vuitton and Pinault-Printemps-Redoute, have also had a
good year. Together, the operating profits of the big firms tracked by the S&P Europe 350 index
rose by a striking 78% last year; they are forecast to grow by a further 30% this year. A survey
this week of chief executives by Goldman Sachs found European bosses even more upbeat than

their peers in America.

Producing the Goods
Production or manufacturing is the process of making goods in large quantities.
Making large numbers of basically identical goods is mass production. Manufacturing is also

used when talking about the sector of the economy that makes things.

Products are made, manufactured, or produced in plants. A plant may be referred to as
a factory or works. Makers, manufacturers, and producers are organizations that make

products.




Manufacturers produce products from raw materials or component parts, which they
then sell at a profit. Companies providing raw materials and components or parts to a

manufacturer are its suppliers. In modern manufacturing, suppliers are referred to as partners.

Parts are sometimes referred to familiarly as widgets, especially when their purpose is
not clear, or when manufacturing is being discussed in a general way and the exact name of the

part is not important.

Components waiting to be assembled are stocks, or inventories. Companies may also
have stocks or inventories of work-in-progress and finished products, of course. Stocks are often

kept in warehouses before delivery.

There is a tendency for manufacturers to reduce stocks, and hence the need to finance,
store and handle them, by getting suppliers to make and deliver components just-in-time: just
before they are actually needed. This shortens lead time, the time it takes to make and deliver

goods.

Boom and Bust

The business cycle or economic cycle refers to the ups and downs seen somewhat
simultaneously in most parts of an economy. The cycle involves shifts over time between periods
of relatively rapid growth of output (recovery and prosperity), alternating with periods of relative
stagnation or decline (contraction or recession). These fluctuations are often measured using the
real gross domestic product.

The stages of the business cycle are growth (expansion), peak, recession (contraction),
trough and recovery. At one time, business cycles were thought to be extremely regular, with
predictable durations. But today business cycles are widely known to be irregular - varying in
frequency, magnitude and duration. In an economy where the pattern is extreme, it is referred to
as the boom-bust cycle.

An economic boom with booming economic growth (increasing demand and
production), inevitably peaks. At its peak, the economy is running at full steam. Employment is
at or near maximum levels; GDP output is at its upper limit; and income levels are increasing. In
this period, prices tend to increase due to inflation; however, most businesses and investors are

having an enjoyable and prosperous time.

After experiencing a great deal of growth and success, income and employment begin to
decline. As our wages and the prices of goods in the economy are inflexible to change, they will
most likely remain near the same level as that found in the peak period unless the recession is

prolonged. The result of these factors is negative growth in the economy.

From Market Driven to Market Driving
Firms are constantly exhorted to become more market driven. However, our study of
25 pioneering companies (e.g. Body Shop, IKEA, Tetra Pak) whose success has been based on
radical business innovation indicates that such companies are better described as market

driving. Market driving companies, who are generally new entrants into an industry, gain a more




sustainable competitive advantage by delivering a leap in customer value through a unique
business system. Market driving strategies entail high risk, but also offer a firm the potential to
revolutionise an industry and reap vast rewards.

The value of being market driven is unquestioned in companies today. Current practice
dictates that success starts with careful market research, investigating the customers' needs, and
developing differentiated products or services for a well-defined segment. Various excellent
companies such as Nestle, Procter & Gamble, and Unilever effectively employ this market
driven approach. However, many successful pioneering companies, who have created new
markets and revolutionised existing industries through radical business innovation like
Amazon.com, Body Shop, CNN, IKEA, Starbucks, and Swatch, are better described as market
driving.

Market driving can be distinguished from three other orientations that a company can
have towards the marketplace: sales driven, market driven, and customer driven. These four
categories represent ideal types, no large organisation adopts a single orientation throughout all
of its business units. A sales-driven orientation characterises those firms who view marketing as
a tool to sell whatever their factory produces. Marketing and selling are interchangeable in such
companies. Public utilities, monopolies and some large manufacturing firms often display a sales
orientation. Market driven companies instead place the customers at the start of the process and
through careful market research build appropriate products for, and develop the desired image
for their target segments. Most successful consumer packaged goods companies such as
L'Oreal fall in this category. Customer driven companies, on the other hand, target 'segments of
one' and deliver customised value configurations to each customer. This is sometimes referred to
as relationship marketing. The Swiss private banking industry, which serves high net worth

individuals, is populated with several such customer driven firms.

One World?

For good or ill, globalisation has become the economic buzz-word of the
1990s. National economies are undoubtedly becoming steadily more integrated as
cross-border flows of trade, investment and financial capital increase. Consumers
are buying more foreign goods, a growing number of firms now operate across




national borders, and savers are investing more than ever before in far-flung
places.

Whether all of this is for good or ill is a topic of heated debate. One, positive
view is that globalisation is an unmixed blessing, with the potential to boost
productivity and living standards everywhere. This is because a globally integrated
economy can lead to a better division of labour between countries, allowing low-
wage countries to specialise in labour-intensive tasks while high-wage countries
use workers in more productive ways. It will allow firms to exploit bigger
economies of scale. And with globalisation, capital can be shifted to whatever
country offers the most productive investment opportunities, not trapped at home
financing projects with poor returns.

Critics of globalisation take a gloomier view. They predict that increased
competition from low-wage developing countries will destroy jobs and push down
wages in today’s rich economies. There will be a “race to the bottom™ as countries
reduce wages, taxes, welfare benefits and environmental controls to make
themselves more ‘“competitive”. Pressure to compete will erode the ability of
governments to set their own economic policies. The critics also worry about the
increased power of financial markets to cause economic havoc, as in the European
currency crises of 1992 and 1993, Mexico in 1994-1995 and South-East Asia in
1997.

The aim of this survey is to look in detail at these controversial arguments on
each side of the globalisation debate. But it is necessary first of all to examine what
precisely 1s meant by globalisation, how far it has proceeded, and whether the
phenomenon is as new as it is generally held out to be. Some of the answers are
surprising.

Tesla boss Elon Musk criticises US tariffs on Chinese electric vehicles

Elon Musk has criticised US government tariffs on Chinese electric vehicles, describing the
levies as “not good” and a distortion of the car market.

The Tesla chief executive had previously supported trade barriers but he performed a U-turn
on Thursday during a video appearance at a Paris tech conference.




“Neither Tesla nor 1 asked for these tariffs, in fact, I was surprised when they were
announced. Things that inhibit freedom of exchange or distort the market are not good,” Musk
said at Viva Technology via video link.

Joe Biden this month introduced new tariffs — a tax charged on foreign imports — on an array
of Chinese goods, including EVs, in an effort to support US manufacturing. The White House
has maintained a number of tariffs introduced during Donald Trump’s presidency, while
ratcheting up others, including quadrupling EV duties to more than 100%. The new measures
affect $18bn (£14bn) in imported Chinese goods, according to officials.

In January, Musk said trade barriers were needed or China would “demolish most other car
companies in the world”. Tesla’s financial performance has been affected by competition from
Chinese manufacturers, including downward pressure on prices. Last month, Tesla reclaimed the
title of the world’s largest EV manufacturer from its Chinese rival BYD, based on first-quarter
car sales.

Speaking at the Viva conference, Musk rowed back on his January comments. He said Tesla
competed “quite well” in the key Chinese market without tariffs. This week, a Chinese trade
group said Beijing was considering retaliatory tariffs, albeit on petrol-powered cars.

“Tesla competes quite well in the market in China with no tariffs and no deferential support.
I’m in favour of no tariffs,” Musk said.

Marina Alekseenkova, a director at Hypothesis Research, said the US tariffs supported
domestic producers but could “slow down the overall growth trend of the EV market”.

Matthias Schmidt, an automotive industry analyst, said: “Musk is attempting a damage
limitation strategy to limit any retaliatory action for US companies in China on the back of the
US tariff hike. The same can be said for German companies openly calling for no rise in Chinese
tariffs across the EU or some even calling for tariffs be cut. They are petrified of being shut out
of the world’s largest passenger car market, China.”

BRICS to more than double with admission of six new countries

The BRICS group of big emerging economies has announced the admission of six new
members, in an attempt to reshape the global world order and provide a counterweight to the US
and its allies.

From the beginning of next year, Iran, Saudi Arabia, Egypt, Argentina, the UAE and
Ethiopia will join the current five members — Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa — it
was announced at a summit in Johannesburg on Thursday.

China’s president, Xi Jinping, described the expansion as “historic”. He had been the
leading proponent of the admission of new members, presenting an enlarged BRICS as a way for
the global south to have a stronger voice in world affairs.

It is unclear, however, how the expansion would significantly enhance the group’s clout on
the global stage. That would depend on how far it will be able to act in unison, analysts said, and
the group of new members has made it even more disparate, a mix of powerful autocracies with
middle-income and developing democracies.

“It’s not entirely clear what the newest BRICS members will have to gain from their
membership in the bloc,” Margaret Myers, the director of the Asia and Latin America




programme at the Inter-American Dialogue. “For the moment, at least, this move is more
symbolic than anything — it’s an indication of wide-ranging global south support for a
recalibration of the global order.”

Vladimir Putin did not attend the three-day summit in person, as he faces an arrest warrant
for war crimes in Ukraine issued by the international criminal court, but the BRICS enlargement
represents a symbolic boost for him, as he fights a US-led effort to isolate his regime to force a
withdrawal and an end to the war.

The decision to admit Iran, also looking for a way to sidestep sanctions, represented a win
for Putin and Xi, helping give the group a more anti-western, non-democratic tinge. They
prevailed over the more cautious approach of the other members, who prefer to portray the group
as non-aligned.

For Argentina, facing dire economic problems, membership represents a potential lifeline to
escape from the deepening crisis. Its president, Alberto Fernandez, said it represented a “new
scenario” for the country.

“We open up our possibilities of joining new markets, of consolidating existing markets, of
raising investment coming in, of creating jobs and raising imports,” Fernandez said.

Ethiopia became the only low-income country in the group. Its prime minister, Abiy Ahmed,
described it as “a great moment” for his country.

Nearly two dozen countries had formally applied to join the group, but there had to be
consensus among its existing five members for candidate countries to be admitted.

South Africa’s president, Cyril Ramaphosa, said the members had agreed on “the guiding
principles, standards, criteria and procedures of the BRICS expansion process”. Those criteria
were not explained, however. Indonesia, for example, with a population of 274 million and a
powerful force in Asia, applied to join but was not admitted.

“For China and Russia, this is a win. They have been pushing for this for five plus years
now,” said Ryan Berg, the head of the Americas programme at the Centre for Strategic and
International Studies. “For China, it allows them to continue to build what they hope is a
Beijing-centric order. For Russia, who is hosting it next year, it sees this as a tremendous
opportunity in its current moment of significant isolation.”

“If you’re Brazil, or if you’re India, you’re less enthusiastic about expansion, even though
they’re rhetorically committed to it, because it dilutes the power of your membership in an
organisation that includes global power like China,” Berg said.

There is not likely to be an immediate economic benefit from membership for members,
who already have extensive bilateral ties with China. The group’s New Development Bank is
still relatively small. But Myers said that although the move is largely symbolic that does not
mean it is unimportant.

“This is significant, and shouldn’t be dismissed by G7 and other global north actors,” she
argued. “With these new members — especially the major oil producing ones — on board, the
BRICS configuration represents a much more significant share of the global economy and global
population.”

Eurozone exits recession as ‘big four’ economies beat forecasts

The eurozone has bounced back from its shallow technical recession after a stronger than
expected performance by its “big four” economies in the first three months of 2024.

After two successive quarters of 0.1% contraction in the second half of 2023, the 20 nations
that use the single currency posted growth of 0.3% between January and March.

Figures from the European Commission’s statistical agency — Eurostat — showed the
eurozone had put in its best growth performance since the third quarter of 2022. Financial
markets had been expecting 0.2% growth.

Lower energy prices, falling inflation, rising real wages and the prospect of cuts in interest
rates helped to boost activity after a downbeat 2023 in which the eurozone only grew in one
quarter.

Europe’s two biggest economies — Germany and France — grew by 0.2%, while Italy and
Spain posted growth of 0.3% and 0.7% respectively. Germany’s performance in the final three
months of 2023 was worse than originally thought: the economy contracted by 0.5% rather than
0.3%.

Of the smaller EU economies, the best performing were Ireland, which grew by 1.1% in the
first three months of 2024, and Latvia, Lithuania and Hungary, which expanded by 0.8%.

Separate Eurostat data showed headline eurozone inflation remained unchanged in April at
2.4%, while core inflation — which excludes energy and food — came down from 2.9% to 2.7%.

Although the eurozone’s growth performance in the first quarter was stronger than the
European Central Bank had been forecasting, analysts said lower inflation paved the way for
interest rate cuts in the months ahead.

Sam Miley, the managing economist at the Centre for Economics and Business Research,
said: “This morning’s confirmation of quarterly growth in the first quarter has put an end to a
short-lived recession in the eurozone, with the economy having turned a corner since the
beginning of 2024.

“Prospects are likely to improve further throughout the year, driven by the expectation of
interest rate cuts.”

Andrew Kenningham, the chief Europe economist at Capital Economics, said: “While the
eurozone’s mild recession appears to be over, we think the economy will expand at only a
moderate pace over the rest of the year.”

Some of the improvement in the first three months of 2024 was due to temporary factors,
such as a rebound in construction, while business surveys also pointed to sluggish growth,
Kenningham said.

UK first quarter growth figures are due out next week, with the financial markets
anticipating 0.3% growth and an end to the mild recession recorded in the second half of 2023.

Figures from the Bank of England showed mortgage approvals for house purchases rose
from 60,500 in February to 61,300 in March, taking them to the highest level since September
2022.

The Bank of England’s monetary policy committee will make its latest decision on interest
rates next week, but is expected to leave official borrowing costs unchanged at 5.25%.

The UK is now the cheapest western market for TV advertising, according to analysts at
City group.Advertising here is 30 per cent cheaper than the next cheapest market, France, and
well below much weaker economies such as Spain. ‘For successful campaigns, the return on
investments for advertisers is therefore getting much, much better’, says Marc Sugarman, media
analyst at City group.

Hovis, the bread—maker which relaunched with a TV campaign last year, has benefited
from the low cost of advertising. Developed for Hovis by advertising agency Miles
CalcraftBriginshaw Duffy, the advert was voted best of last year by Campaign, the trade
magazine. Hovis invested 15m pounds in the relaunch, which included a new recipe and
packaging, although the 122-second TV ad was the key element. The extra costs will put last
year’s profits at Hovis below the previous year’s, Premier Foods, its owner, said in a traditional
statement this month, but added: ‘We believe we have built a platform for sustainable future
profit development.’

Hovis sales had fallen 11 per cent two years ago as it lost ground to Warburton. But
Premier now expects Hovis sales to be up 13 per cent for last year. Market share rose 2
percentage points to 24.3 per cent after the relaunch.

Whatever the successes of the Hovis campaign, however, the prize for the best-known
campaign of the year has to go to Cadbury’s Gorilla ad, winner of the television Grand Prix at
the Cannes Lions, which the company says turned around years of declining sales and delivered
sales growth.

‘I think people get into the story and want to live it’,
says Marianne Etchebarne, international marketing director of Chanel fragrances. ‘It is a
commercial that is a real piece of art. Ne5 is the ultimate luxury brand of the market, and this new
campaign will be the strongest to date in terms of making all women dream about Ne5.’

Chanel’s 18-million-pound ad is just a particularly dramatic example of a trend toward
alternative marketing. Carolyne Carter, president and chief executive of Grey Global Group,
says: ‘Every target group is becoming more resistant to the traditional advertising methods, so
brands have to look at different ways to move people.

A decade ago, finance ministries were gripped by austerity fever. Governments were doing
all they could to cut budget deficits, even with unemployment high and economic growth weak.
Today things are very different. Across the West, most economies are in better shape. People
have jobs. Corporate-profit growth is strong. Yet governments are spending a lot more than they
are taking in.

No government is more profligate than America’s. This year the world’s largest economy
is projected to run a budget deficit (where spending exceeds taxation) of more than 7% of
GDP—a level unheard of outside recession and wartime. However, it is not the only spendthrift
country. Estonia and Finland, two normally parsimonious northern European countries, are
running large budget deficits. Last year Italy’s deficit was as wide as in 2010-11, following the
global financial crisis of 2007-09, and France’s grew to 5.5% of GDP, well above forecasts. “I
am calling for a collective wake-up call to make choices in all of our public spending,”
announced Bruno Le Maire, its finance minister, last month.

Some countries have been more reserved. Last year Cyprus ran a surplus. Greece and
Portugal—close to balancing their budgets—Ilook like the model of fiscal rectitude even if they
still have colossal debts. Still, the general direction is clear. The Economist has analyzed data
from 35 rich countries. Whereas in 2017-19 the median country in our sample ran a budget
surplus, last year it ran a budget deficit of close to 2.5% ofGDP (see chart 1). Measures of




“primary” deficits (excluding interest payments) and “structural” deficits (abstracting from the
economic cycle) have also widened.

Two factors explain the splurge. The first relates to taxes. Across the rich world,
receipts are surprisingly weak. In America, revenue from income taxes deducted from pay fell
slightly last year. Britain’s capital-gains-tax take is running 11% below its recent high.

Tech firms, which pay big salaries, let staff go, trimming income tax hauls. As stock
prices fell, it became more difficult for households and investors to sell shares for a profit,
reducing the pool of capital gains.

The second factor is state spending. Following the whatever-it-takes fiscal policy of the
covid-19, pandemic governments have retrenched, but not fully. In Australia, elderly people in
care homes may still receive financial assistance during a covid outbreak. Only in mid-2023 did
Germany completely wind down the job-protection schemes implemented during the pandemic.

Small wonder that talks of fiscal consolidation has become louder. America is the outlier.
In the world’s leading economy, the conversation still has not turned. Ahead of the election,
Donald Trump and Mr Biden promise tax cuts for millions of voters. Nevertheless, fiscal logic is
remorseless. Whether politicians like it or not, the era of free-spending governments will have to
end.

China's exports and imports missed forecasts by wide margins in March. Customs data out
Friday showed exports contracted sharply, while imports also unexpectedly shrank. Overseas
shipments were down 7.5% on the year last month. That was the biggest fall since August and
way worse than analyst forecasts of a 2.3% decline.

The imports figures showed sluggish domestic demand
conditions. March soybean imports fell to their lowest in four years, while crude oil imports
slipped 6%. China's economy got off to quite a solid start this year. It was driven by policy
makers rolling out support measures to revive household consumption, private investment and
market confidence. But growth in the Asian giant remains uneven and analysts don't expect a
full-blown revival anytime soon. They blame that mainly on a long running crisis in the country's
property sector. Last month China set a full year growth target of around 5%, but analysts have
described this as ambitious.

Chinese shoppers focus more on prices

Chinese consumers are becoming more price-conscious, less brand-loyal and generally
harder to please, according to a McKinsey survey that suggests competitive pressures are
increasing in the Chinese consumer goods market. The report comes at a time when many
multinational companies are counting on strong Chinese domestic demand to make up for global
economic weakness.

Last month, retail sales China grew by 23 per cent year-on-year, and consumer activity
remains resilient, despite signs of a slowdown in sales of some items such as cars, says Jing
Ulrich of JP Morgan Securities. But consumer-goods companies will have to work harder to
satisfy “increasingly sophisticated” Chinese consumers, the report says. “This is not an easy
market”, says Max Magni of McKinsey in Shanghai.

The conventional wisdom that Chinese consumers are more brand-driven than shoppers
in more developed markets remains true. “But the importance of brands, and brand loyalty
specifically, is falling as the choices facing consumers multiply”, the report said. Chinese
shoppers are markedly more value conscious than last year, and loyalty to particular brands is
declining: the proportion of consumers who said they would continue to buy their existing food
and beverage brand has halved.

But the weakening of brand loyalty could be good news for foreign companies, the report
says, because shoppers are less nationalistic in choosing a brand: a small majority of those
surveyed showed no clear preference for brand origin. And premium brands could also benefit
from a willingness to pay more for high-end products. The top 15 per cent of consumers will pay
60 per cent more for high-end consumer electronics and 300 per cent more for some personal
care products.

If the trend continues, “it will lead to the kind of polarized consumption patterns familiar
in the West”, between “no-frills” goods and high-end products, the report says. Companies
should compete at one or both ends of the market but avoid being stuck in the middle, it advises.
Companies needed to differentiate more between regions too, the report says, noting that the
traditional marketing strategy of classifying consumers by the size of the city they live in may no
longer work.

Uber agrees $178m payout to Australia taxi drivers

Uber has agreed to pay A$271.8m ($178.3m; £140m) to settle a lawsuit in Australia,
according to a law firm for taxi operators and drivers. Maurice Blackburn Lawyers filed the class
action on behalf of over 8,000 taxi and hire car owners and drivers. The case alleged they lost
income when the ride-hailing giant "aggressively" moved into the country."Uber fought tooth
and nail at every point along the way," the law firm said."Since 2018, Uber has made significant
contributions into various state-level taxi compensation schemes, and with today's proposed



settlement, we put these legacy issues firmly in our past," Uber said in a statement. The company
did not disclose the size of the proposed settlement.

"It would be inappropriate to comment on specifics until the agreement is finalized
and the settlement is disclosed to the court," it said. The class action was filed against Uber
in 2019 in the Supreme Court of Australia's Victoria state. «This case succeeded where so
many others have failed. In Victoria, Queensland and Western Australia, cases were
brought against governments and all of them failed," Maurice Blackburn principal lawyer
Michael Donelly said. «What our group members asked for was not another set of excuses -
but an outcome - and today we have delivered it for them," he added.

Before any pay out can be made the court still needs to approve the proposed settlement as
being in the best interests of group members. San Francisco-based Uber, which was founded in
2009, operates in around 70 countries and more than 10,000 cities globally.

Over the years, it has faced protests by taxi drivers in cities around the world. In December
2023, the company won a lawsuit brought against it by 2,500 taxi drivers in France. A Paris
commercial court ruled that Uber had not committed acts of unfair competition. The taxi drivers
had been seeking €455m ($495.4m; £389m).

China’s better economic growth hides reasons to worry

The country’s leaders are too complacent about deflation

When China’s leaders set an economic-growth target of “around” 5% for this year, the goal
was widely agreed to be ambitious. Now the country looks increasingly likely to meet it. Several
foreign banks have raised their forecasts. Data released on April 16th show the economy grew by
5.3% in the first quarter, compared with a year earlier — quicker than expected and faster than the
target requires. How is this happening? Countries at China’s stage of development often shift
towards services. Yet China’s leaders have a soft spot for “hard” output. Xi Jinping, the
country’s ruler, sees manufacturing as a source of both prosperity and security. He covets what
officials call a “complete” industrial chain that would free China from reliance on foreign
powers for vital technological inputs. His latest five-year plan aims to stop the steady decline in
manufacturing’s share of GDP.

The first quarter was consistent with that goal. Manufacturing output grew by 6.7%
compared with a year ago, faster than the overall economy. High-tech manufacturing fared even
better. China’s leaders have talked a lot about the need to cultivate “new quality productive
forces”, buzzwords that appeared in the monthly statistical press release for the first time. But
even as China weans itself off foreign suppliers, it remains reliant on foreign buyers. The volume
of exports grew by 14% in the first quarter compared with a year earlier, according to Zhiwei
Zhang of Pinpoint Asset Management. Falling prices and a competitive currency have helped.
America’s Bureau of Labour Statistics reckons the price of goods from China fell by 2.9% year-
on-year in the first quarter. That is the third-steepest drop on record. China cannot rely on strong
exports for long without provoking a protectionist backlash from its trading partners. Olaf




Scholz, chancellor of Germany, raised fears about Chinese overcapacity when he met Mr Xi in
Beijing on April 16th. Germany used to benefit from China’s economic progress. It sold
sophisticated industrial goods to China, even as China’s manufacturers conquered lower-end
markets around the world. Now the two countries have become rivals in many industries
Germany holds dear, including chemicals, machinery and, of course, cars.

China’s reliance on markets abroad reflects some enduring weaknesses at home. Retail
sales were surprisingly poor in March. Consumer confidence remains low. And the property
market’s misery continues. The price of new flats in 70 of China’s biggest cities fell by 2.2% on
average in March compared with a year earlier, the steepest drop since 2015, according to
Reuters, a news agency. Sales of newly built residential housing fell by over a fifth.

The slump in China’s property market has contributed to falling prices in many related
parts of the economy, such as building materials and housing appliances. That has deepened
deflation’s grip on the economy. Factory-gate prices have now fallen for 18 months in a row.
Consumer price inflation, after a brief uptick during the lunar new year holiday in February,
remained near zero in March. Declining prices are a double-edged sword, as Ting Lu of Nomura,
a bank, has pointed out. They have increased China’s competitiveness abroad, which is one
reason why the country’s exports have been surprisingly strong. But if deflation persists it could
erode revenues, making debts harder to bear. It might also force companies to cut wages, which
would do nothing to restore household morale or spending.

For all the paranoia of China’s leaders, they seem worryingly complacent about the danger
of deflation. Perhaps they view it as a blip, which should not distract them from long-term aims
to fortify China against shifts in the global balance of power — what Mr Xi calls “changes unseen
in a century”. Falling prices can, though, turn a passing downturn into a protracted slump. This
week’s figures showed that China’s GDP deflator, a broad measure of prices, has fallen for four
quarters in a row. That has not happened since 1999. Or to put it in terms Mr Xi might
appreciate, it is a change unseen this century.

Australian houses are less affordable than they have been in decades

In spite of rising borrowing costs, prices have stayed stubbornly resilient
Jan 18th 2024

In Australia, as in most places, waterfront property comes at a premium. But to see the full
effects of high-cost Australian housing, look beyond trophy homes on Sydney Harbour and
beach pads in Bondi. In cities across the country, tents and other makeshift shelters are springing
up by the water. They are the dark side of a housing market that has held firm despite rising
interest rates. For households of all incomes, the share of homes that are affordable is at its
lowest in 30 years.

Australians are not alone. House prices are high relative to incomes across the rich world,
and last year defied expectations by rebounding after only the briefest of blips. Rental markets
are hot, too. Vacancies are at or near historic lows in many rich countries, while rents are
climbing quickly. In previous decades, notes Peter Tulip, an economist, rising housing costs
were offset by cheaper lending. Now mortgage rates have risen as well, meaning would-be
buyers can afford to borrow less.

What is behind the unexpected resilience in prices? It is partly down to global trends, such
as people working from home more and so placing a higher value on their living space. But
Australian policymakers are increasingly focusing their attention on three domestic factors, too.

The first is that foreign demand for Australian housing is greater than ever. Net
immigration was 500,000 in the year to June, more than twice the intake in 2019. At the same
time some 650,000 international students call Australia home, and all need somewhere to stay.
And even foreigners who do not live in Australia full-time seem keen on its housing market:
such buyers snapped up 10% of newly built homes sold in the third quarter of 2023.

The second factor is the cost of materials. The producer price index for construction has
risen by 30% since the start of 2021. As well as making houses costlier to build, this has left
Australia with fewer builders. More than 1,500 construction firms collapsed in the year to June,




mostly owing to cost overruns. The result is a reduced supply of new homes and even more
upward pressure on prices.

But the biggest brake on home-building, says Mr Tulip — and the third factor driving house
prices up — is local councils’ planning rules. A prime example is Sydney, where large numbers of
homes face development restrictions. Meanwhile, zoning rules raise house prices well above the
combined underlying cost. Mr Tulip’s research suggests that, again in Sydney, this increase is a
whopping 73%.

Might the government be able to ease the squeeze? It has promised to reduce immigration,
to triple the fees paid by foreign purchasers of existing homes and increase taxes on properties
left vacant. A national target to build 1m homes over the next five years has been raised to 1.2m.
And there are some signs of planning restrictions being loosened. The New South Wales state
government is rewriting its zoning rules to force local councils to accept higher density housing.
Such efforts will inevitably provoke furious objections. But they will not come from the growing
number of Australians who settle down for the night in a waterside tent.

Japan loses crown as world’s third-largest economy after it slips
into recession

Fall in rank below Germany has been attributed to a weak yen and the country’s ageing,
shrinking population. Japan has been eclipsed by Germany as the world’s third-biggest economy
and has slipped into recession, according to data released Thursday, as the country battles a weak
yen and an ageing, shrinking population.

Japan’s economy, now the world’s fourth-biggest, grew 1.9% in 2023 in nominal terms —
meaning it is not adjusted for inflation — but in dollar terms its gross domestic product (GDP)
stood at $4.2tn compared with $4.5tn for Germany.

The shift, coming more than a decade after it ceded second place to China, has been
attributed to the yen’s sharp falls against the dollar over the past two years. A weaker yen eats
into profits on exports when earnings are repatriated. The Japanese currency dropped by almost a
fifth against the US dollar in 2022 and 2023, including a 7% fall last year.

Like Japan, Germany is resource poor, has an ageing population and is heavily dependent
on exports. Europe’s biggest economy has also been shaken by rising energy prices, rising
interest rates in the eurozone and a chronic shortage of skilled labour.

While Japanese carmakers and other exporters have benefited from a weak yen — which
makes their goods cheaper on the international market — the country’s labour crunch is worse
than Germany’s, and it is struggling to address a low birthrate.

The failure of government-led attempts to boost the birthrate means chronic labour
shortages are expected to worsen, even as the country welcomes a record number of foreign
workers.

The Gulf’s scramble for Africa is reshaping the continent

Its increased influence brings economic rewards and political risks

During the cold war African leaders often sided with the West or the Soviet Union,
extracting from them aid, arms, investment and other things they desired. After it ended, those
wanting to build roads and ports generally did deals with China. Today African politicians are
like customers in a geopolitical bazaar as middle powers—including Brazil, India and Turkey—
extend their economic and diplomatic reach. Yet it is the rise of the United Arab Emirates
(UAE)—and to a lesser extent Saudi Arabia and Qatar—that is the most striking. The
Gulf’s scramble for Africa promises great economic benefits, but also threatens to fuel horrific
wars.

Gulf influence stems from cash. In November Saudi Arabia held its first Africa summit,
at which it announced billions of dollars of investment. Even that is dwarfed by the UAE, which
in 2022 made investment pledges in Africa worth seven times those of American firms. In the
previous ten years it was the fourth-largest foreign direct investor in Africa, behind China,
the EU and America. DP World, a Dubai-based firm, runs ports in nine African countries.
Masdar, a renewables firm, says it will splurge $10bn in Africa. In 2020 and 2021
the UAE traded more with sub-Saharan Africa than America did. Dubai, with its secure property
rights and light (some would say lax) financial regulation, is home to over 26,000 African
businesses.

Diplomacy comes in concert with the money. The UAE and Saudi Arabia were invited to
join the BRICS at the bloc’s summit last year in Johannesburg. Qatar and the UAE increased the
number of their embassies in sub-Saharan Africa five-fold and nearly three-fold, respectively,
from 2012 to 2022. Saudi Arabia has promised to open a dozen or so more posts. One-third of all
new embassies opened globally in 2022 were in the Gulf, driven largely by reciprocal African
diplomacy.

The attention will bring benefits to African states facing a funding squeeze. New Chinese
loans granted to Africa slumped by 80% in the four years to 2022 over the preceding four.
Africa’s share of Western aid has declined because of the war in Ukraine. Some Western
officials hope Gulf countries can fill the gap and help them see off their main geopolitical rival
by mines that might otherwise end up in Chinese hands.

Yet turning Africa into an arena for the ambitions and rivalries of Gulf powers carries
huge risks. The Gulf’s dynastic autocracies are neither champions of African democracy nor of
human rights. Nor is China, though it at least tends to prize stability and has been a big financial
supporter of UN peacekeeping operations. The UAE, by contrast, is a loose cannon that arms
warlords, spreads chaos and provides a haven for corrupt elites.

Exhibit A is Sudan, where the UAE has backed the Rapid Support Forces (RSF), a
genocidal militia, which is waging a civil war against the national army. It is the world’s largest

humanitarian crisis, with about 25m people in need of aid. The UAE, which denies arming
the RSF (the UN deems the allegations “credible”), seems to be courting a network of
strongmen—sometimes with arms—as part of a contest for influence in the region between the
Gulf states. Among the UAE’s friends are Muhammad (“Hemedti”’) Dagalo, the RSF’s leader;
Khalifa Haftar, a warlord in Libya; Mahamat Déby, who took power in a coup in Chad; and Abiy

Ahmed, who has led Ethiopia into a bloody civil war in Tigray.

Oil and natural-gas wealth mean that the UAE, Saudi Arabia and Qatar will be enticingly
rich partners for years. But the ripples of mayhem spreading from Sudan and Libya offer a
warning: the West must see the danger of outsourcing its Africa policies to countries that do not
share its values; and African countries should know the risks of letting themselves be used as
pawns in someone else’s geopolitical games.

Is too much choice making us unhappy?
Years ago there were only two kinds of coffee — black or white. But nowadays
when you go into a coffee shop in the UK you are given about twenty different

options. Do you want a Cappuccino, a Latte, a Caramel Macchiato, an Americano,
or a White Mocha?



In big supermarkets we have to choose between thousands of products — my
local supermarket has 35 different kinds of milk! When we are buying clothes or
electrical gadgets, looking for a hotel on a travel website, or just deciding which
TV channel to watch, we are constantly forced to choose from hundreds of
possibilities.

However, university researchers have discovered that too much choice is
making us feel unhappy and dissatisfied. The problem is that we have so many
options that we get stressed every time we have to make a decision, because we are
worried about making the wrong one. Then when we choose one thing we feel bad
because we think we are missing other opportunities, and this makes us dissatisfied
with what we have chosen. Professor Mark Lepper at Stanford University in
America found that people who tried six kinds of jam felt happier with their choice
than those who were offered 24 jams to taste.

Professor Lepper suggests that we should try to relax when we have to choose
something to buy. ‘Don’t take these choices too seriously or it will become
stressful,” he says. ‘If you pick a sofa from IKEA in 30 seconds, you’ll feel better
than if you spend hours researching sofas — because you won’t know what you’re
missing. (1260)

Secrets of a Healthy Breakfast

Each day, an estimated 10 to 20 percent of adults in the United States skip breakfast. And that,
nutrition experts say, may be a mistake. Not only does a morning meal provide the fuel you need
to start your day, but numerous studies have found that eating breakfast regularly is associated
with a range of health benefits. These include reduced risks for obesity, cardiovascular disease
and Type 2 diabetes; as well as improved short-term memory in adults, better school
performance in children and better diet quality overall, said Kathryn Starr, a registered dietitian
and associate professor of medicine at Duke University School of Medicine.

“All of our meals are important; I don’t think breakfast is the most important meal,” Dr. Starr
said. But it “kick-starts the process for our body to function properly.” To maintain healthy blood
sugar, energy and fullness levels until your next meal, getting the right balance of protein, fiber
and unsaturated fats at breakfast is important. Your nutrient needs will depend on your weight,
activity level, age and health conditions. More important, she said, is focusing on what you enjoy
and makes you feel energized and sated.

One thing to prioritize when planning your morning meal is protein. Many Americans consume
more than enough protein throughout the day but they often don’t get enough at breakfast — and
instead, opt for foods high in refined sugars or other carbohydrates, such as bagels, pastries or
energy bars.

Do you like the way you are managed?

Research among 3,000 employees by the Chartered Institute of Personnel and
Development (CIPD) found the proportion of people happy with their job had increased to +46
per cent (percentage satisfied minus percentage dissatisfied), compared with +26 per cent in a
similar survey last year. However, the CIPD’s new quarterly Employee Outlook survey
suggested problems were developing that would damage employee well-being, morale and
commitment if not dealt with. Three-quarters of employees said their organization had been
affected by the recession, with 52 per cent saying that there had been increases in work-related
stress as a consequence, and 38 per cent saying there had been an upsurge in office politics.

The proportion of people who said their jobs made them worried or tense had also
increased and nearly six in ten said they were worried by the future. The survey also highlighted
problems with how people are managed. Although most felt treated fairly by their line manager,
they were less happy with how far their manager discussed their training and development, gave
feedback or coached them. Employees were particularly critical of senior managers, with less
than a fifth agreeing that they trusted them and only a quarter agreeing that they consulted
employees about important decisions.

Ben Willmott, senior public policy adviser at the CIPD, said: “Employers must ensure
arrangements for informing and consulting employees over major changes, such as redundancy,
are effective, if they want to improve trust in senior management. They also need to invest in
developing line managers’ people management skills, particularly in coaching and performance
management, if they want to boost employee commitment and productivity. They must ensure
managers can spot the early warning signs of stress and provide support to help people struggling
to cope.” (1620)

Outdoor advertising - A breath of fresh air

The world of outdoor advertising billboards, transport and 'street furniture'
(things like bus shelters and public toilets) - is worth about $18 billion a year, just
6% of all the world's spending on advertising. But it is one of the fastest-growing
segments, having doubled its market share in recent years.

Outdoor advertising's appeal is growing as TV and print are losing theirs. The
soaring costs of TV are prompting clients to consider alternatives. Dennis Sullivan,
boss of Portland Group, a media buyer, calls outdoor advertising the last true mass-
market medium. It is also cheap. In Britain, a 30-second prime-time TV slot costs
over £60,000 ($100,000); placing an ad on a bus shelter for two weeks works out at
about £90.

Adding to its attractions has been a revolution in the quality of outdoor
displays. Famous architects such as Britain's Sir Norman Foster are designing arty
bus shelters and kiosks with backlit displays. Backlighting, introduced in Europe
by Decaux and More, and plastic poster skins have vastly improved colour and
contrast.

Movement is possible too. Smirnoff used new multi-image printing to make a
spider, seen through a vodka bottle, appear to crawl up a man's back. And Disney
advertised its '101 Dalmatians' video on bus shelters with the sound of puppies
barking.



This sort of innovation has attracted a new class of advertiser. Recent data from
Concord, a poster buyer, shows that in Britain, alcohol and tobacco have been
replaced by entertainment, clothing and financial services as the big outdoor
advertisers, like car makers, are using it in new ways. BMW ran a 'teasers'
campaign in Britain exclusively on bus shelters.

Particularly attractive to the new advertisers is street furniture, the fastest
growing segment of the outdoor market. It accounts for some 20% in Europe and
about 5% in America. (1599)

German Industry Shrinks for Sixth Months

German industrial output declined in November, revealing the persisting manufacturing
challengers in Europe’s largest economy. Production declined 0.7% from October, led by capital
goods, the statistics office said Tuesday. That’s the sixth consecutive drop though economists in a
Bloomberg survey predicted a 0.3% increase. Factory orders in October were close to the lowest
level since mid-2020. German consumer prices showed a jump of 3.8% in December, though that
was less than economists anticipated.

Manufacturers — Germany’s economic backbone — are struggling from costly energy, higher
global interest rates and a slowdown in China.

Many companies are struggling to find staff, according to a recent survey, with recruitment
problems most acute in manufacturing. “Many firms face difficulties in finding suitable and
skilled workers despite increasing unemployment and underemployment,” the labor agency said
in its report.

Speaking to Bloomberg, Holger Schmieding, chief economist at Berenberg, said, “Germany
is experiencing cyclical, rather than structural issues, and will pick oneself back up as the
manufacturing sector returns to “significant growth” in the second half of 2024.

How to select the best candidates - and avoid the worst

By Adrian Furnham, the Financial Times

Investing thousands of pounds in the recruitment and training of each new
graduate recruit may be just the beginning. Choosing the wrong candidate may
leave an organisation paying for years to come.

Few companies will have escaped all of the following failures: people who
panic at the first sign of stress; those with long, impressive qualifications who
seem incapable of learning; hypochondriacs whose absentee record becomes
astonishing; and the unstable person later discovered to be a thief or worse.




Less dramatic, but just as much a problem, is the person who simply does
not come up to expectations, who does not quite deliver; who never becomes a
high-flyer or even a steady performer; the employee with a fine future behind
them.

The first point to bear in mind at the recruitment stage is that people don't
change. Intelligence levels decline modestly, but change little over their working
life. The same is true of abilities, such as learning languages and handling
numbers.

Most people like to think that personality can change, particularly the more
negative features such as anxiety, low esteem, impulsiveness or a lack of emotional
warmth. But data collected over 50 years gives a clear message: still stable after all
these years. Extroverts become slightly less extroverted; the acutely shy appear a
little less so, but the fundamentals remain much the same. Personal crises can
affect the way we cope with things: we might take up or drop drink, drugs, religion
or relaxation techniques, which can have pretty dramatic effects. Skills can be
improved, and new ones introduced, but at rather different rates. People can be
groomed for a job. Just as politicians are carefully repackaged through dress,
hairstyle and speech specialists, so people can be sent on training courses,
diplomas or experimental weekends. But there is a cost to all this which may be
more than the price of the course. Better to select for what you actually see rather
than attempt to change it. (1743)

US jobs growth falls far short of expectations

US employers hired only 210,000 more workers in November, missing economists'
predictions for stronger growth.

Forecasters had been expecting US non-farm payrolls to increase by 550,000.

However, the unemployment rate dropped sharply to 4.2% and more Americans returned to
the workforce.

President Joe Biden described the jobs recovery as "very strong," despite the disappointing
headline figure.

"Today's historic drop in unemployment rate includes dramatic improvements for workers,"
he said. The rate dropped from 4.6% in October.

Wages also rose month on month and many employers have been offering additional
improvements to working conditions to attract scarce labour.

"The trend is in the right direction," said Diane Swonk chief economist at Grant Thornton.
"The overall labour market is healing much more rapidly than we expected despite the miss in
payrolls." She said the apparent contradiction between sharply falling unemployment and slower
than anticipated jobs growth lay in the way each was measured, through two different surveys
with one covering households and the other based on employers' data.

The outlook for the US economy is set to be complicated by the arrival of the Omicron
strain of the coronavirus. Combined with the weaker-than-expected jobs data, Omicron was
likely to delay the point at which the Federal Reserves would raise interest rates.

Retail, leisure and hospitality in particular did not see an increase in hiring on the scale that
was expected.

The US Bureau of Labour Statistics said there had been a decline in employment in the retail
sector, after seasonal adjustment, of 20,000, especially in general merchandise and clothing
stores.

Employment in leisure and hospitality rose only 23,000 and remains nearly 8% lower than
before Covid hit.



Despite an increase in the numbers of people in work or looking for work, known as the
participation rate, there are still 3.9 million fewer people in the workforce compared to February
2020.

As a result many employers have struggled to recruit the staff they need, and have raised
wages or offered other perks to attract and retain workers. (1834)

Soaring Cost of Diesel Ripples Through the Global Economy

Farmers are spending more to keep tractors and combines running. Shipping
and trucking companies are passing higher costs to retailers, which are beginning
to pass them on to shoppers. And local governments are paying hundreds of
thousands of dollars extra to fill up school buses. Construction costs could soon
rise, t0o.

The source is the sudden surge in the price of diesel, which is quietly
undercutting the American and global economies by pushing up inflation and
pressuring supply chains from manufacturing to retail. It is one more cost of the
war in Ukraine. Russia is a major exporter of both diesel and the crude oil that
diesel is made from in refineries.

Car owners in the United States have been shocked by gasoline prices of more
than $4 a gallon, but there has been an even bigger increase in the price of diesel,
which plays a critical role in the global economy because it powers so many
different kinds of vehicles and equipment. A gallon of diesel is selling for an
average of $5.19 in the United States, according to government figures, up from



$3.61 in January. In Germany, the retail price has shot up to 2.15 euros a liter, or
$9.10 a gallon, from €1.66 at the end of February.

Fueling stations in Argentina have begun rationing diesel, jeopardizing one of
the world’s leading agricultural economies, and energy analysts warn that the same
could soon happen in Europe, where some businesses report spending twice as
much on diesel as they did a year ago.

Moody’s cuts China credit outlook to negative as economy slows

China’s ability to repay its government borrowing has been downgraded by the credit rating agency
Moody’s, which said the ripple effects from a crisis in the property sector would undermine efforts to
revive its flagging economy.

Moody’s warned that Beijing would need to bail out local and regional governments and state-owned
enterprises that were struggling with rising debts, hampering efforts to boost investment and growth.

The rating agency downgraded its outlook for Chinese sovereign bonds from stable to negative on
Tuesday, sending a signal to potential lenders that the risk of a default by Beijing has increased over the
past year.

China’s finance ministry said it was “disappointed” with Moody’s decision when the economy was
on the mend. It said the agency’s concerns were “unnecessary” when the recovery “has been advancing
steadily”.

The world’s second-biggest economy had been slowing before a 2020 crackdown on excessive
borrowing that followed a series of debt defaults by dozens of property developers. On Monday, the
property developer Evergrande was granted an extension until late January to try to restructure its debts
and avoid liquidation. Once the largest developer in China, the company reportedly owes more than
$300bn (£237bn), much of it to individuals whose properties were never built.

The changes in the property sector represent “a major structural shift in China’s growth drivers”, and
could be a more significant drag to overall economic growth rate than expected.

Factors such as “weaker demographics”, as the population ages, will probably drive a decline in
potential growth to about 3.5% by 2030, Moody’s said. The credit rating agency said it expects China’s
economy to grow at a 4% annual pace in 2024 and 2025, well below the 6% to 7% average in the 10 years
before the pandemic.

Moody’s move underscores deepening global concerns about the level of debt in the world’s second-
largest economy.

It maintained China’s credit rating at A1, which is its fifth-highest rating — the top “upper medium
grade” — meaning China comfortably held on to its “investment grade” score. But lowering the outlook is
a sign that the credit rating could be cut in future.

Brexit: UK signs free trade deal with Australia

The UK has signed a free trade deal with Australia which it says will benefit consumers and
businesses. It is described as the first post-Brexit deal negotiated from scratch and not "rolled
over" from trade terms that the UK enjoyed while in the EU.

The government estimated it would unlock £10.4bn of additional trade while ending tariffs on all
UK exports. However, some UK farmers have expressed concern that they could be undercut by
cheap imports.

The government said the deal was also a gateway into the fast-growing Indo-Pacific region and
would boost the UK's bid to join the Trans-Pacific Partnership, one of the largest free trade areas
in the world.

Australia has also praised the deal, its second-largest trade contract with another country.

The agreement, which was signed in a virtual ceremony by International Trade Secretary Anne-
Marie Trevelyan, is due to come into force next year.

In a BBC interview Ms Trevelyan rejected suggestions the deal would harm UK farmers. She
said the deal had "very clear safeguards" and "clear tariff quotas in the first 10 years"."The
reality is that Australia sends about 70% of its beef and sheep meat to the Asia-Pacific markets,"
she said."They're closer for them and they get great prices. So I'm not expecting there to be any
dramatic surge into UK markets."



For Australia, the deal eliminates tariffs from 99% of its exports and makes it easier for
Australians to live and work in the UK. It will also help boost sales of Australia's wine, beef and
sugar. These goods have been boycotted by China - Australia's main export market - due to
recent political tensions.

A free trade deal aims to encourage trade - usually in goods but occasionally in services - by
making it cheaper.

Argentina’s new government devalues peso by more than 50%

Argentina has devalued its currency, the peso, by more than 50% as part of a package of
large-scale spending cuts intended to address the country’s worst economic crisis in decades.

The plans, introduced under the newly inaugurated administration of Javier Milei, include
cutting energy subsidies and cancelling tenders for public works.

His economy minister, Luis Caputo, moved to weaken the official exchange rate to 800
pesos a dollar — it had been 366.5 — in a televised address after the local markets closed on
Tuesday. He said the central bank would target a monthly devaluation of 2%.

Caputo said the moves, which were welcomed by the International Monetary Fund (IMF),
would be painful in the short-term but were needed to cut the country’s fiscal deficit and bring
down soaring triple digit inflation.

Argentina’s central bank is due to announce new monetary measures on Wednesday.

“The objective is simply to avoid catastrophe and get the economy back on track,” Caputo
said, in a recorded speech. “There is no more money.”

He said the country needed to tackle a deep fiscal deficit. He also noted that Argentina had
an “addiction” to fiscal deficits, 113 over the last 123 years.

The South American country, a large grain producer, has an inflation rate nearing 150%,
central bank reserves deep in the red and two-fifths of the population in poverty. Other measures
announced include halving the number of government ministries.

Argentina also has a $44bn (£35bn) loan with the IMF.

“I welcome the decisive measures,” said Kristalina Georgieva, the managing director of the
IMF, calling it “an important step toward restoring stability and rebuilding the country’s
economic potential”.

The IMF described the measures as “bold” and said they would “help stabilise the economy
and set the basis for more sustainable and private sector-led growth” after “serious policy
setbacks” in recent months.

Banks had already anticipated a sharp devaluation, with some weakening their foreign
exchange rate to 700 pesos a dollar.

Since 2019, the Argentinean peso has been kept artificially strong by strict capital controls
that create a wide gap between the official exchange rate of 366 a dollar and parallel rates as
high as 1,000 a dollar.

“We’re always worse off because our response has been to attack the consequences but not
the problem,” Caputo said in his address. “What we’ve come to do is the opposite of what they
always did, and that does solve the root problem.”

US price rises hit highest level for 40 years

Prices for American consumers are rising at their fastest annual rate since June 1982.

The consumer price index (CPI) rose 6.8% in the year to November according to the latest
figures from the Bureau of Labor Statistics.

Petrol prices jumped 6.1%, while the cost of second-hand cars, rent and food also rose.

Rising inflation is putting pressure on President Biden's political agenda as he tries to pass his
$1.9tn (£1.4tn) social spending bill.

On Thursday, the president made the unusual move of attempting to diffuse the impact of the
latest figures ahead of their release, saying the data would not reflect recent declines in the price
of energy and used cars.

"The information being released tomorrow on energy in November does not reflect today's
reality, and it does not reflect the expected price decreases in the weeks and months ahead, such
as in the auto market," the president said.

Shoppers, especially those on low incomes are feeling the pinch of higher prices.

Bibi who works as a cleaner in Harlem, New York, says sometimes she buys one meal, and
shares it with her 27 year old son. "We don't have any choice," she says, "I can't afford to cook."
Price rises are eating into her shopping bills: "Gas went up when gas goes up everything goes
up," she says.

Inflation has become a potentially damaging political issue for President Biden. It affects
ordinary voters directly. And some economists blame the president's spending programmes
designed to offer support amid the Covid pandemic, for exacerbating price increases.

However bottlenecks in the supply chain remained a key source of inflationary pressure.
Excluding the volatile food and energy components of inflation, the CPI index is 4.9% higher
year on year, up from 4.6% in October.

Inflation, triggered by a combination of higher demand from consumers and supply chain
problems, was initially expected to fade as disruptions were smoothed out.

'"Longer-term problems'

But price rises across a broad range of goods, coupled with rises in rents and wages, have
persuaded many economists that inflation will persist for longer.

Both Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen, and Federal Reserve Chair Jerome Powell have said
recently they would no longer refer to inflation as "transitory".

The Federal Reserve is reducing the bond-buying support it provides every month, paving the
way for a possible rise in interest rates next year.

The higher inflation rate has fuelled speculation that Mr Powell will speed up the tapering of that
support and raise rates sooner.
