Business Is Booming Almost Everywhere

Profits tend to grow fastest in the early part of a recovery, when firms use spare
capacity to raise output at little extra cost. As America's economy began to grow again, profits
duly shot up. But, ordinarily, profit growth slows as the cycle matures, firms hire more workers
and costs rise. Intriguingly, this has not yet happened in America, despite three years of strong
growth. Last year, the operating profits of the big, publicly-listed firms that make up the S&P
500 stockmarket index grew by an estimated 20%. From tech firms such as Google to industrial
and financial behemoths such as General Electric, America's bosses continue to spring pleasant
surprises on grateful shareholders. With most results announced, profits for the fourth quarter
ought comfortably to beat the 15.1% growth, year-on-year, which the market has been
expecting, says Thomson Financial, a research firm.

Things are similarly positive across the Atlantic. In Britain, the huge profits of two oil
firms, BP and Royal Dutch/Shell—Shell's $18.5 billion beat the previous British record set last
year by HSBC, a bank. On the continent, Puma, Europe's third-biggest maker of sportswear,
reported a 44% increase in net profit. Then Renault, France's second-biggest carmaker, reported
a 43% rise in net profits to €3.6 billion ($4.6 billion). France's two big luxury-goods
conglomerates, Moét Hennessy, Louis Vuitton and Pinault-Printemps-Redoute, have also had a
good year. Together, the operating profits of the big firms tracked by the S&P Europe 350 index
rose by a striking 78% last year; they are forecast to grow by a further 30% this year. A survey
this week of chief executives by Goldman Sachs found European bosses even more upbeat than

their peers in America.

Producing the Goods




Production or manufacturing is the process of making goods in large quantities.
Making large numbers of basically identical goods is mass production. Manufacturing is also

used when talking about the sector of the economy that makes things.

Products are made, manufactured, or produced in plants. A plant may be referred to as
a factory or works. Makers, manufacturers, and producers are organizations that make

products.

Manufacturers produce products from raw materials or component parts, which they
then sell at a profit. Companies providing raw materials and components or parts to a

manufacturer are its suppliers. In modern manufacturing, suppliers are referred to as partners.

Parts are sometimes referred to familiarly as widgets, especially when their purpose is
not clear, or when manufacturing is being discussed in a general way and the exact name of the

part is not important.

Components waiting to be assembled are stocks, or inventories. Companies may also
have stocks or inventories of work-in-progress and finished products, of course. Stocks are often

kept in warehouses before delivery.

There is a tendency for manufacturers to reduce stocks, and hence the need to finance,
store and handle them, by getting suppliers to make and deliver components just-in-time: just
before they are actually needed. This shortens lead time, the time it takes to make and deliver

goods.

Boom and Bust

The business cycle or economic cycle refers to the ups and downs seen somewhat
simultaneously in most parts of an economy. The cycle involves shifts over time between periods
of relatively rapid growth of output (recovery and prosperity), alternating with periods of relative
stagnation or decline (contraction or recession). These fluctuations are often measured using the
real gross domestic product.

The stages of the business cycle are growth (expansion), peak, recession (contraction),
trough and recovery. At one time, business cycles were thought to be extremely regular, with
predictable durations. But today business cycles are widely known to be irregular - varying in
frequency, magnitude and duration. In an economy where the pattern is extreme, it is referred to
as the boom-bust cycle.

An economic boom with booming economic growth (increasing demand and
production), inevitably peaks. At its peak, the economy is running at full steam. Employment is
at or near maximum levels; GDP output is at its upper limit; and income levels are increasing. In
this period, prices tend to increase due to inflation; however, most businesses and investors are

having an enjoyable and prosperous time.




After experiencing a great deal of growth and success, income and employment begin to
decline. As our wages and the prices of goods in the economy are inflexible to change, they will
most likely remain near the same level as that found in the peak period unless the recession is

prolonged. The result of these factors is negative growth in the economy.

From Market Driven to Market Driving

Firms are constantly exhorted to become more market driven. However, our study of
25 pioneering companies (e.g. Body Shop, IKEA, Tetra Pak) whose success has been based on
radical business innovation indicates that such companies are better described as market
driving. Market driving companies, who are generally new entrants into an industry, gain a more
sustainable competitive advantage by delivering a leap in customer value through a unique
business system. Market driving strategies entail high risk, but also offer a firm the potential to
revolutionise an industry and reap vast rewards.

The value of being market driven is unquestioned in companies today. Current practice
dictates that success starts with careful market research, investigating the customers' needs, and
developing differentiated products or services for a well-defined segment. Various excellent
companies such as Nestle, Procter & Gamble, and Unilever effectively employ this market
driven approach. However, many successful pioneering companies, who have created new
markets and revolutionised existing industries through radical business innovation like
Amazon.com, Body Shop, CNN, IKEA, Starbucks, and Swatch, are better described as market
driving.

Market driving can be distinguished from three other orientations that a company can

have towards the marketplace: sales driven, market driven, and customer driven. These four



categories represent ideal types, no large organisation adopts a single orientation throughout all
of its business units. A sales-driven orientation characterises those firms who view marketing as
a tool to sell whatever their factory produces. Marketing and selling are interchangeable in such
companies. Public utilities, monopolies and some large manufacturing firms often display a sales
orientation. Market driven companies instead place the customers at the start of the process and
through careful market research build appropriate products for, and develop the desired image
for their target segments. Most successful consumer packaged goods companies such as
L'Oreal fall in this category. Customer driven companies, on the other hand, target 'segments of
one' and deliver customised value configurations to each customer. This is sometimes referred to
as relationship marketing. The Swiss private banking industry, which serves high net worth

individuals, is populated with several such customer driven firms.

One World?

For good or ill, globalisation has become the economic buzz-word of the
1990s. National economies are undoubtedly becoming steadily more integrated as
cross-border flows of trade, investment and financial capital increase. Consumers
are buying more foreign goods, a growing number of firms now operate across
national borders, and savers are investing more than ever before in far-flung
places.

Whether all of this is for good or ill is a topic of heated debate. One, positive
view is that globalisation is an unmixed blessing, with the potential to boost
productivity and living standards everywhere. This is because a globally integrated
economy can lead to a better division of labour between countries, allowing low-
wage countries to specialise in labour-intensive tasks while high-wage countries
use workers in more productive ways. It will allow firms to exploit bigger
economies of scale. And with globalisation, capital can be shifted to whatever
country offers the most productive investment opportunities, not trapped at home
financing projects with poor returns.

Critics of globalisation take a gloomier view. They predict that increased
competition from low-wage developing countries will destroy jobs and push down
wages in today’s rich economies. There will be a “race to the bottom” as countries
reduce wages, taxes, welfare benefits and environmental controls to make
themselves more “competitive”. Pressure to compete will erode the ability of
governments to set their own economic policies. The critics also worry about the




increased power of financial markets to cause economic havoc, as in the European
currency crises of 1992 and 1993, Mexico in 1994-1995 and South-East Asia in
1997.

The aim of this survey is to look in detail at these controversial arguments on
each side of the globalisation debate. But it is necessary first of all to examine what
precisely is meant by globalisation, how far it has proceeded, and whether the
phenomenon is as new as it is generally held out to be. Some of the answers are
surprising.

Tesla boss Elon Musk criticises US tariffs on Chinese electric vehicles

Elon Musk has criticised US government tariffs on Chinese electric vehicles, describing the
levies as “not good” and a distortion of the car market.

The Tesla chief executive had previously supported trade barriers but he performed a U-turn
on Thursday during a video appearance at a Paris tech conference.

“Neither Tesla nor I asked for these tariffs, in fact, I was surprised when they were
announced. Things that inhibit freedom of exchange or distort the market are not good,” Musk
said at Viva Technology via video link.

Joe Biden this month introduced new tariffs — a tax charged on foreign imports — on an array
of Chinese goods, including EVs, in an effort to support US manufacturing. The White House
has maintained a number of tariffs introduced during Donald Trump’s presidency, while
ratcheting up others, including quadrupling EV duties to more than 100%. The new measures
affect $18bn (£14bn) in imported Chinese goods, according to officials.

In January, Musk said trade barriers were needed or China would “demolish most other car
companies in the world”. Tesla’s financial performance has been affected by competition from
Chinese manufacturers, including downward pressure on prices. Last month, Tesla reclaimed the
title of the world’s largest EV manufacturer from its Chinese rival BYD, based on first-quarter
car sales.

Speaking at the Viva conference, Musk rowed back on his January comments. He said Tesla
competed “quite well” in the key Chinese market without tariffs. This week, a Chinese trade
group said Beijing was considering retaliatory tariffs, albeit on petrol-powered cars.

“Tesla competes quite well in the market in China with no tariffs and no deferential support.
I’m in favour of no tariffs,” Musk said.

Marina Alekseenkova, a director at Hypothesis Research, said the US tariffs supported
domestic producers but could “slow down the overall growth trend of the EV market”.

Matthias Schmidt, an automotive industry analyst, said: “Musk is attempting a damage
limitation strategy to limit any retaliatory action for US companies in China on the back of the




US tariff hike. The same can be said for German companies openly calling for no rise in Chinese
tariffs across the EU or some even calling for tariffs be cut. They are petrified of being shut out
of the world’s largest passenger car market, China.”

BRICS to more than double with admission of six new countries

The BRICS group of big emerging economies has announced the admission of six new
members, in an attempt to reshape the global world order and provide a counterweight to the US
and its allies.

From the beginning of next year, Iran, Saudi Arabia, Egypt, Argentina, the UAE and
Ethiopia will join the current five members — Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa — it
was announced at a summit in Johannesburg on Thursday.

China’s president, Xi Jinping, described the expansion as “historic”. He had been the
leading proponent of the admission of new members, presenting an enlarged BRICS as a way for
the global south to have a stronger voice in world affairs.

It is unclear, however, how the expansion would significantly enhance the group’s clout on
the global stage. That would depend on how far it will be able to act in unison, analysts said, and
the group of new members has made it even more disparate, a mix of powerful autocracies with
middle-income and developing democracies.

“It’s not entirely clear what the newest BRICS members will have to gain from their
membership in the bloc,” Margaret Myers, the director of the Asia and Latin America
programme at the Inter-American Dialogue. “For the moment, at least, this move is more
symbolic than anything — it’s an indication of wide-ranging global south support for a
recalibration of the global order.”

Vladimir Putin did not attend the three-day summit in person, as he faces an arrest warrant
for war crimes in Ukraine issued by the international criminal court, but the BRICS enlargement




represents a symbolic boost for him, as he fights a US-led effort to isolate his regime to force a
withdrawal and an end to the war.

The decision to admit Iran, also looking for a way to sidestep sanctions, represented a win
for Putin and Xi, helping give the group a more anti-western, non-democratic tinge. They
prevailed over the more cautious approach of the other members, who prefer to portray the group
as non-aligned.

For Argentina, facing dire economic problems, membership represents a potential lifeline to
escape from the deepening crisis. Its president, Alberto Fernandez, said it represented a “new
scenario” for the country.

“We open up our possibilities of joining new markets, of consolidating existing markets, of
raising investment coming in, of creating jobs and raising imports,” Fernandez said.

Ethiopia became the only low-income country in the group. Its prime minister, Abiy Ahmed,
described it as “a great moment” for his country.

Nearly two dozen countries had formally applied to join the group, but there had to be
consensus among its existing five members for candidate countries to be admitted.

South Africa’s president, Cyril Ramaphosa, said the members had agreed on “the guiding
principles, standards, criteria and procedures of the BRICS expansion process”. Those criteria
were not explained, however. Indonesia, for example, with a population of 274 million and a
powerful force in Asia, applied to join but was not admitted.

“For China and Russia, this is a win. They have been pushing for this for five plus years
now,” said Ryan Berg, the head of the Americas programme at the Centre for Strategic and
International Studies. “For China, it allows them to continue to build what they hope is a
Beijing-centric order. For Russia, who is hosting it next year, it sees this as a tremendous
opportunity in its current moment of significant isolation.”

“If you’re Brazil, or if you’re India, you’re less enthusiastic about expansion, even though
they’re rhetorically committed to it, because it dilutes the power of your membership in an
organisation that includes global power like China,” Berg said.

There is not likely to be an immediate economic benefit from membership for members,
who already have extensive bilateral ties with China. The group’s New Development Bank is
still relatively small. But Myers said that although the move is largely symbolic that does not
mean it is unimportant.

“This is significant, and shouldn’t be dismissed by G7 and other global north actors,” she
argued. “With these new members — especially the major oil producing ones — on board, the
BRICS configuration represents a much more significant share of the global economy and global
population.”

Eurozone exits recession as ‘big four’ economies beat forecasts

The eurozone has bounced back from its shallow technical recession after a stronger than
expected performance by its “big four” economies in the first three months of 2024.

After two successive quarters of 0.1% contraction in the second half of 2023, the 20 nations
that use the single currency posted growth of 0.3% between January and March.

Figures from the European Commission’s statistical agency — Eurostat — showed the
eurozone had put in its best growth performance since the third quarter of 2022. Financial
markets had been expecting 0.2% growth.

Lower energy prices, falling inflation, rising real wages and the prospect of cuts in interest
rates helped to boost activity after a downbeat 2023 in which the eurozone only grew in one
quarter.

Europe’s two biggest economies — Germany and France — grew by 0.2%, while Italy and
Spain posted growth of 0.3% and 0.7% respectively. Germany’s performance in the final three
months of 2023 was worse than originally thought: the economy contracted by 0.5% rather than
0.3%.

Of the smaller EU economies, the best performing were Ireland, which grew by 1.1% in the
first three months of 2024, and Latvia, Lithuania and Hungary, which expanded by 0.8%.

Separate Eurostat data showed headline eurozone inflation remained unchanged in April at
2.4%, while core inflation — which excludes energy and food — came down from 2.9% to 2.7%.

Although the eurozone’s growth performance in the first quarter was stronger than the
European Central Bank had been forecasting, analysts said lower inflation paved the way for
interest rate cuts in the months ahead.

Sam Miley, the managing economist at the Centre for Economics and Business Research,
said: “This morning’s confirmation of quarterly growth in the first quarter has put an end to a
short-lived recession in the eurozone, with the economy having turned a corner since the
beginning of 2024.

“Prospects are likely to improve further throughout the year, driven by the expectation of
interest rate cuts.”

Andrew Kenningham, the chief Europe economist at Capital Economics, said: “While the
eurozone’s mild recession appears to be over, we think the economy will expand at only a
moderate pace over the rest of the year.”

Some of the improvement in the first three months of 2024 was due to temporary factors,
such as a rebound in construction, while business surveys also pointed to sluggish growth,
Kenningham said.

UK first quarter growth figures are due out next week, with the financial markets
anticipating 0.3% growth and an end to the mild recession recorded in the second half of 2023.

Figures from the Bank of England showed mortgage approvals for house purchases rose
from 60,500 in February to 61,300 in March, taking them to the highest level since September
2022.

The Bank of England’s monetary policy committee will make its latest decision on interest
rates next week, but is expected to leave official borrowing costs unchanged at 5.25%.

Losses at Gordon Ramsay restaurants narrow sharply after Covid rules eased

Sales more than tripled in latest accounts but food and energy inflation kept group £1m in
the red

The restaurant group owned by celebrity chef Gordon Ramsay narrowed losses to £1m last
year as sales more than tripled after Covid restrictions were eased.

Ramsay has an interest in 50 restaurants including 36 directly operated outlets in the UK,
such as the Michelin-starred Pétrus and the Savoy Grill, as well as 14 licensed venues overseas.

Sales rose more than £50m to almost £80m in the year to 28 August, according to accounts
filed at Companies House, but showed the extent of inflationary pressure on the hospitality
industry as it remained in the red with pre-tax losses narrowing to £1lm from £6.8m a year
before.

The documents lay out plans to open a second Lucky Cat outlet in Manchester this month,
further Bread Street Kitchen outlets — after new London sites launched in Battersea power station
and Limehouse in late 2022 — and was looking for a second site in Edinburgh for its Gordon
Ramsay Academy cookery school, which opened in Woking, with backing from the local
council, in 2021.

Ramsay also wants to expand his casual dining Street Burger and Street Pizza chain after
buying up Pizza East in London’s Shoreditch in February. The company said that while it
planned to expand, it had written down the value of three unidentified sites after a review found
they required “improved performance or alternative uses”.

Dozens of UK restaurants have been forced to close across the country as labour shortages
and wage increases have combined with a surge in energy and ingredient costs, with diners
reining in spending because of rising energy and food shopping bills.

However, the financial documents show Gordon Ramsay hired more than 500 additional
staff in the year, taking the total employed to more than 1,100 as it opened two upmarket
restaurants in the year to August 2022 — Restaurant 1890 by Gordon Ramsay and The River
Restaurant — and two of its Bread Street Kitchen outlets, in Edinburgh and Liverpool plus two
Street Burger venues, in Reading and Farringdon in London.

While losses narrowed, the group’s net debts rose slightly to almost £24m as it said it had
spent almost £2.7m on pre-opening costs for new restaurants.

The group collected £153,000 in government support during the year, including furlough
payments, but that was well down on almost £3.8m a year before.

Russia’s Central Bank Raises Rates Again, to 16 Percent, to Curb Inflation

The bank warned that its tight monetary policy would continue “for a long period” as it
attempts to slow an economy in danger of overheating.

Russia’s central bank on Friday increased its key interest rate by 1 percentage point, to 16
percent, as it continued to battle what it called “high inflationary pressures.”

The rate increase was the fifth in a row since the central bank began its current cycle of
monetary tightening in July, when the rate was 7.5.

In a statement, the central bank said that it expected the annual rate of inflation to be close to
7.5 percent this year, and predicted that “tight monetary conditions will be maintained in the
economy for a long period.” Policymakers target an inflation rate of 4 percent.

At the news conference following the announcement, Elvira Nabiullina, the head of the
Bank of Russia, said that the interest rate increase was necessary to prevent the economy from
overheating.

“Imagine the economy is a car, if you try driving it faster than it was constructed to,” she
said, “then the engine would get overheated and we would not drive far.”

Russia’s economic policymakers are trying to navigate around broad sanctions aimed at
cutting financial ties to the West. The country has managed to avoid the outright collapse of the
banking system, and has increased trade with China, India and other countries.

But it has become clear that the Russian economy is facing another challenge: Financing the
war while keeping inflation at bay.

The price of eggs, for example, has soared more than 40 percent since last year, according to
the country’s statistics service, prompting shoppers to hoard eggs, emptying store shelves. Mr.
Putin was asked about the problem on Thursday, at his annual news conference; he apologized
for his government’s failure to address the issue.

The central bank also says that domestic demand for goods and services was “more potently
exceeding the capabilities to expand the production of goods and services.” Russia’s tight labor
market is regarded as a “key supply-side constraint” on the economy. Russia has faced a
shortage of workers recently, and the central bank itself has been affected by a shortage of
technology specialists.



Russia is expected to face similar economic challenges next year. Russia’s defense budget
for next year is expected to reach almost a third of the government’s spending.

Bread and chocolate: last year’s best ads

The UK is now the cheapest western market for TV advertising, according to analysts at
City group.Advertising here is 30 per cent cheaper than the next cheapest market, France, and
well below much weaker economies such as Spain. ‘For successful campaigns, the return on
investments for advertisers is therefore getting much, much better’, says Marc Sugarman, media
analyst at City group.

Hovis, the bread—maker which relaunched with a TV campaign last year, has benefited
from the low cost of advertising. Developed for Hovis by advertising agency Miles Calcraft
Briginshaw Duftfy, the advert was voted best of last year by Campaign, the trade magazine.
Hovis invested 15m pounds in the relaunch, which included a new recipe and packaging,
although the 122-second TV ad was the key element. The extra costs will put last year’s profits
at Hovis below the previous year’s, Premier Foods, its owner, said in a traditional statement this
month, but added: ‘We believe we have built a platform for sustainable future profit
development.’

Hovis sales had fallen 11 per cent two years ago as it lost ground to Warburton. But
Premier now expects Hovis sales to be up 13 per cent for last year. Market share rose 2
percentage points to 24.3 per cent after the relaunch.

Whatever the successes of the Hovis campaign, however, the prize for the best-known
campaign of the year has to go to Cadbury’s Gorilla ad, winner of the television Grand Prix at
the Cannes Lions, which the company says turned around years of declining sales and delivered
sales growth.

Chinese consumers are becoming more price-conscious, less brand-loyal and generally
harder to please, according to a McKinsey survey that suggests competitive pressures are
increasing in the Chinese consumer goods market. The report comes at a time when many
multinational companies are counting on strong Chinese domestic demand to make up for global
economic weakness.

Last month, retail sales China grew by 23 per cent year-on-year, and consumer activity
remains resilient, despite signs of a slowdown in sales of some items such as cars, says Jing
Ulrich of JP Morgan Securities. But consumer-goods companies will have to work harder to
satisfy “increasingly sophisticated” Chinese consumers, the report says. “This is not an easy
market”, says Max Magni of McKinsey in Shanghai.

The conventional wisdom that Chinese consumers are more brand-driven than shoppers
in more developed markets remains true. “But the importance of brands, and brand loyalty
specifically, is falling as the choices facing consumers multiply®, the report said. Chinese
shoppers are markedly more value conscious than last year, and loyalty to particular brands is
declining: the proportion of consumers who said they would continue to buy their existing food
and beverage brand has halved.

But the weakening of brand loyalty could be good news for foreign companies, the report
says, because shoppers are less nationalistic in choosing a brand: a small majority of those
surveyed showed no clear preference for brand origin. And premium brands could also benefit
from a willingness to pay more for high-end products. The top 15 per cent of consumers will pay



60 per cent more for high-end consumer electronics and 300 per cent more for some personal
care products.

If the trend continues, “it will lead to the kind of polarized consumption patterns familiar
in the West”, between “no-frills” goods and high-end products, the report says. Companies
should compete at one or both ends of the market but avoid being stuck in the middle, it advises.
Companies needed to differentiate more between regions too, the report says, noting that the
traditional marketing strategy of classifying consumers by the size of the city they live in may no
longer work.

The case of Japan’s curiously static inflation rate

As consumer prices rise across much of the world, inflation in Japan stays stubbornly low

Inflation is surging around the world, with price rises now exceeding central banks’
targets. But Japan is a notable exception. Although policymakers there have long sought to
generate inflation, consumer prices still refuse to budge. In September they rose by just 0.2%
year-on-year, and inflation, excluding fresh food and energy prices, actually fell by 0.5% in the
same period.

What’s going on? Japan is not insulated from global trends. In October producer prices
rose by 7.9% year-on-year, the largest single increase since 1980. The pickup was
overwhelmingly led by higher import costs, which rose by 38% in yen terms. Evidently a
number of broad economic factors are an important part of the story.

Entrenched expectations built up through decades of little to no inflation play a big role in
explaining why rising producer costs have not fed through to consumer prices. Domestic




companies are unwilling to pass on increases in the prices of imports to consumers. At a press
conference in October Kuroda Haruhiko, the governor of the Bank of Japan, attributed this
reluctance to habits picked up during the country’s periodic bouts of deflation.

Another crucial factor is the weakness of Japan’s consumer recovery. Private spending
fell in the third quarter of the year, and is now 3.5% below where it was at the end of 2019.
Spending on durable goods, the source of much American inflation, has been practically flat for
the past eight years in Japan.

The Bank of Japan was an early adopter of zero-interest-rate policies and bond-buying
programmes, tools that have since been used elsewhere in the rich world as interest rates hit
rock-bottom after the global financial crisis of 2007-09.

Despite the Bank of Japan’s activism, inflation has persistently failed to reach its 2%
target. Its assets ran to 103% of Japanese nominal GDP even before the pandemic, and bond and
stock purchases since have pushed that share up to 134%. This suggests that whatever is raising
prices elsewhere in the world, whether supply-side constraints associated with the pandemic,
demand-side stimulus, or some combination of the two, monetary easing alone is struggling to
move the needle when confronted with decades of low inflation expectations.

These handouts may slightly push up inflation, if the money is actually spent by
consumers rather than saved. But for now, Japan seems to be the place that inflation forgot yet
again.

Australian houses are less affordable than they have been in decades
In spite of rising borrowing costs, prices have stayed stubbornly resilient

In Australia, as in most places, waterfront property comes at a premium. But to see the full
effects of high-cost Australian housing, look beyond trophy homes on Sydney Harbour and
beach pads in Bondi. In cities across the country, tents and other makeshift shelters are springing
up by the water. They are the dark side of a housing market that has held firm despite rising
interest rates. For households of all incomes, the share of homes that are affordable is at its
lowest in 30 years.

Australians are not alone. House prices are high relative to incomes across the rich world,
and last year defied expectations by rebounding after only the briefest of blips. Rental markets
are hot, too. Vacancies are at or near historic lows in many rich countries, while rents are
climbing quickly. In previous decades, notes Peter Tulip, an economist, rising housing costs
were offset by cheaper lending. Now mortgage rates have risen as well, meaning would-be
buyers can afford to borrow less.

What is behind the unexpected resilience in prices? It is partly down to global trends, such
as people working from home more and so placing a higher value on their living space. But
Australian policymakers are increasingly focusing their attention on three domestic factors, too.

The first is that foreign demand for Australian housing is greater than ever. Net
immigration was 500,000 in the year to June, more than twice the intake in 2019. At the same
time some 650,000 international students call Australia home, and all need somewhere to stay.
And even foreigners who do not live in Australia full-time seem keen on its housing market:
such buyers snapped up 10% of newly built homes sold in the third quarter of 2023.

The second factor is the cost of materials. The producer price index for construction has
risen by 30% since the start of 2021. As well as making houses costlier to build, this has left
Australia with fewer builders. More than 1,500 construction firms collapsed in the year to June,
mostly owing to cost overruns. The result is a reduced supply of new homes and even more
upward pressure on prices.



But the biggest brake on home-building, says Mr Tulip — and the third factor driving house
prices up — is local councils’ planning rules. A prime example is Sydney, where large numbers of
homes face development restrictions. Meanwhile, zoning rules raise house prices well above the
combined underlying cost. Mr Tulip’s research suggests that, again in Sydney, this increase is a

whopping 73%.

Might the government be able to ease the squeeze? It has promised to reduce immigration,
to triple the fees paid by foreign purchasers of existing homes and increase taxes on properties
left vacant. A national target to build 1m homes over the next five years has been raised to 1.2m.
And there are some signs of planning restrictions being loosened. The New South Wales state
government is rewriting its zoning rules to force local councils to accept higher density housing.
Such efforts will inevitably provoke furious objections. But they will not come from the growing
number of Australians who settle down for the night in a waterside tent.

Aramco pays nearly $100bn in dividends as profits tumble

Saudi Arabia’s state-owned oil company Aramco has paid out dividends of nearly $100bn
(£77bn), despite the company’s annual profits tumbling from the record earnings raked in the
year before.

The group, in which the Saudi government owns a 82% stake, said in its annual accounts
that dividends to shareholders increased by 30% to $97.8bn in 2023.

Overall profits fell by just under 25% to $121.3bn, owing to a drop in oil prices and lower
sales when compared with the previous 12 months.

Despite this fall, the profit figure was the second highest reported by Saudi Aramco after
its record $161.1bn in 2022, the largest profit recorded by an oil or gas firm. The 2022 bumper
results were largely driven by escalating oil prices.

The price of Brent crude, the benchmark oil price, fell from as high as nearly $120 a barrel
in the middle of 2022 to as low as $67 a barrel last year. It is trading at about $82, despite fears
that tensions in the Middle East could push crude prices above $100 a barrel.

The dividend payout is likely to anger campaigners who have condemned the
huge profits made by energy companies — and the bonuses handed to their executives — since the
surge in commodity prices, against the backdrop of a cost of living crisis for households. On
Friday, the £8m pay packet of the new boss of BP was labelled “sickening”.

The Body Shop to shut up to half of its UK stores

The Body Shop is set to shut up to half of its 198 stores in the UK and cut the size of its
head office, leading to hundreds of job losses. Closures will begin immediately on Tuesday, the
firm that is overseeing the restructuring of the beauty retailer said.

The Body Shop employs around 2,200 people in the UK, including 750 staff at its head
office.

The cuts would "help re-energize" the brand, the administrators said. The stores immediately
affected include four in London, where rents and other overheads are highest. The chain's
remaining shops and the website will trade as normal as the restructuring proceeds. "It is
expected that at the conclusion of the restructuring, more than half of The Body Shop's 198 UK
stores will remain open," said the administrator, FRP Advisory.

It is understood that The Body Shop's global franchises in the Middle East, Asia, Africa and
the rest of Europe are not affected by closures.

The UK arm of The Body Shop was put into administration last week, a couple of months
after it was bought up by Aurelius, a German private equity firm.

Consumer expert Kate Hardcastle, who spent time with The Body Shop founder Dame Anita
Roddick, said the closures were a stark reminder of the current "volatile" retail landscape.

"However, relevance is equally crucial. A brand must evolve with its audience. The
challenge lies not just in upholding these values but in communicating them effectively to a
generation that demands authenticity and action," she said.

FRP said: "A reduced store footprint, will coincide with a renewed focus on the brand's
products, online sales channels and wholesale strategies."

Aurelius bought The Body Shop for £207m at the end of last year from Brazilian beauty
giant Natura. But the private equity firm said the chain's performance over the festive period was
"worse than [their] worst-case assumptions", prompting the move to call in administrators. It is
the first major retail failure in the UK this year.

Retail analyst Natalie Berg said the closure was a '"reminder of the dangers of
complacency".

"The Body Shop was once a trailblazer, but they've settled into the status quo. Standing still
is the most dangerous thing you can do in retail. You have to continuously evolve in order to stay
relevant to customers. If you don't, someone else certainly will," she said.

The Body Shop was founded by the pioneering British businesswoman and activist Dame
Anita Roddick and her husband in 1976, and quickly established itself as a ground breaking
ethical, sustainable brand - rejecting animal testing on cosmetics, and
promoting environmentally-friendly products and ethical sourcing practices.

However, since then it has faced increasing competition, in particular from High Street rival
Lush which was co-founded by Mark Constantine who used to be a supplier to The Body Shop.
In 2006, Dame Anita and her husband sold The Body Shop to French beauty giant L'Oreal,
which some of its original customer base viewed as a sell-out. Later its adoption of aggressive
sales tactics, including ferocious discounting, put people off paying full prices for its products.

How to add the human touch
By Doug Richard

When thinking about how you start your business, getting the right team together will be
the most important and the most difficult decision you make.

The reason is simple. No one person has all the skills, experience, contacts or reputation
that are required to get a business up and running. So, in order to succeed, you will have to form
a core team of people.

Before that, however, you can only know who else you need by knowing your strengths
and your weaknesses. Having a great business idea does not mean that you have the skills to
manage others. The hardest of all your decisions may be to let someone else lead the company
you founded.

What, then, does the team need?

First, it needs the ability to sell - and in particular the ability to persuade others to buy into
your vision. Second, the team needs the ability to count. The business is managed by managing
the flow of cash. It may be the accountant's job to do your books, but it is your responsibility to
understand them so well that you use them to drive the business.

Third, the team needs experience. There are three types: customer experience, product
experience and start-up experience. If you are going to sell an Internet service to restaurants, you
need experience in the development of Internet services and the experience of running
restaurants. If your team has only one or the other, you will either know what product to build or
how to build it, but not both.

Fourth, the team needs to have contacts, relationships, a network. Having people who can
help you informally or formally will help your business succeed.

Finally, you and your team must be fully aware that starting a business means giving up
two things - time and money. It frequently means working evenings and weekends, and being
last in line for payment. Succeeding with an innovation-based company takes everything: all of
your time, all your great ideas, lots of personal sacrifices - and it may take all of your money.

There is no magic formula to building a business. It is like putting together the pieces of a
puzzle. But it is worth remembering that the team is the most important piece.

Web start-ups buy more TV advertising

More and more, small Internet start-ups are advertising on television, often within months
of their launch. In the late 1990s, many of the Internet’s biggest brands — such as Google, Skype
and Amazon — were built through word-of-mouth, without paying for offline ads. Today Google
i1s advertising on TV and billboards, and investors are encouraging more of their start-up
companies to take advantage of television. Index Ventures invests in Internet start-ups. Saul
Klein, a partner at Index, says: “Once you have a clear sense of how much it costs you to get a




customer and the total lifetime value of that customer, you should start experimenting with as
many different marketing channels as possible.”

Recent e-commerce companies appearing on UK TV include Spotify, the digital music
service; Love film, the DVD-rental and online-video service; Glasses Direct, which sells
spectacles; Wonga, a loan provider; and Just-Eat, which lets people order from local fast-food
takeaways online. Such companies started off by advertising on Google’s search ads, which
allow an exact analysis of how much each ad cost and how much the visitor who saw the ad went
on to spend.

But search ads are most useful when people know what they are looking for — so for
companies trying to build awareness for a new kind of online service, TV ads can be more
useful. “Our goal on TV is to educate people that there is an alternative to the high street,” says
Kevin Cornils, chief executive of Glasses Direct. “Anyone can do an ad online, but people trust
TV.” Mat Braddy, marketing chief at Just-Eat, buys TV advertising to target younger people in
early evenings and at weekends. “If you’re clever about it, you can advertise at the times of day
when people make the decision to eat,” he says.

Volkswagen curtails production in China because of parts shortages
The New York Times, April 2, 2022

Volkswagen said Wednesday that it would partly shut down production at its factory in Shanghai
because of a lack of key components, a further indication of how a resurgence of the Omicron
variant of the coronavirus has disrupted the Chinese economy and global supply chains.

The Shanghai factory, operated in a joint venture with SAIC of China and one of Volkswagen’s
largest factory complexes anywhere, shut down for two days in mid-March but reopened. A
Volkswagen factory in Changchun, in northern China, which the company operates in a joint
venture with FAW, has been closed since March 14.

The Shanghai factory will partly close again on Thursday because some suppliers have not been
able to deliver parts, Volkswagen said Wednesday. The company gave no indication when
normal production would resume, saying it would provide information on a daily basis.

China 1s Volkswagen’s largest market and an essential source of sales and profit. The country is
in the midst of the worst outbreak of Covid-19 since early 2020, prompting the government to
impose lockdowns and restrictions that are adding chaos to already strained global supply chains.

Other automakers, like the electric carmaker Tesla, which operates a large factory in Shanghai,
have also had to suspend production because of Chinese public health policies. Under the
country’s zero-Covid approach, officials have often locked down entire cities or provinces, even
during more modest coronavirus outbreaks.

Volkswagen has experienced shortages and slowdowns in its other markets during the pandemic.
This month, the geopolitical instability led to a shortage of auto parts that brought assembly lines
in Europe to a halt.

German Industry Shrinks for Sixth Months

German industrial output declined in November, revealing the persisting manufacturing
challengers in Europe’s largest economy. Production declined 0.7% from October, led by capital
goods, the statistics office said Tuesday. That’s the sixth consecutive drop though economists in a
Bloomberg survey predicted a 0.3% increase. Factory orders in October were close to the lowest
level since mid-2020. German consumer prices showed a jump of 3.8% in December, though
that was less than economists anticipated.

Manufacturers — Germany’s economic backbone — are struggling from costly energy, higher
global interest rates and a slowdown in China.

Many companies are struggling to find staff, according to a recent survey, with recruitment
problems most acute in manufacturing. “Many firms face difficulties in finding suitable and
skilled workers despite increasing unemployment and underemployment,” the labor agency said
in its report.



Speaking to Bloomberg, Holger Schmieding, chief economist at Berenberg, said, “Germany
is experiencing cyclical, rather than structural issues, and will pick oneself back up as the
manufacturing sector returns to “significant growth” in the second half of 2024.

Intel weighs boost to investment in Vietnam chip packaging plant

Intel Corp is considering a significant increase in its existing $1.5-billion investment in
Vietnam to expand its chip testing and packaging plant in the Southeast Asian nation, two
sources familiar with the matter told Reuters.

The possible move, which one source said could be worth about $1 billion, would signal
a growing role for Vietnam in the global supply chain for semiconductors, as companies push to
cut reliance on China and Taiwan because of political risks and trade tension with the United
States.

One of the sources said the investment was likely to be made "over the future years" and
could be even bigger than $1 billion, while the second person said Intel was also weighing
alternative investment in Singapore and Malaysia, which may be preferred to Vietnam.

Both sources sought anonymity as the plan was not yet public.

Asked about the possible investment plan, Intel told Reuters, "Vietnam is an important
part of our global manufacturing network, but we have not announced any new investments.”

Officials of Vietnam's investment and planning ministry and the provincial government
of Ho Chi Minh City, where Intel has an existing plant, were not immediately available for a
comment.

A statement on the Vietnam government's official portal was amended on Wednesday to
remove a reference to an effort by Ho Chi Minh City to attract $3.3 billion in additional
investment from Intel.

The chip packaging and testing factory in Vietnam's southern commercial hub is Intel's
biggest worldwide. The company is estimated to have invested about $1.5 billion in it so far.

The U.S. chip giant already has extra land where its plant is based and an expansion in
Vietnam would help it better manage supply disruptions stemming from relying heavily on a
single country or a plant, one of the sources told Reuters, citing internal talks.

One of the sources, said Intel, was pondering the Vietnam investment while making sure
a further expansion abroad would not be seen as a hostile move by Washington, which is pushing
to boost production of chips at home.

Inflation in Germany and Spain reaches record levels

High energy prices and snarled supply chains drove up inflation in Europe,
with Germany hitting a level not seen in more than 40 years and Spain setting a
similar record, with prices soaring nearly 10 percent.

Consumer prices in Germany, Europe’s largest economy, leaped 7.6 percent
over last year, the country’s Federal Statistics Office said on Wednesday, citing
preliminary figures that are adjusted to make them comparable with inflation data
from other European Union countries.

The office blamed the jump in inflation on the geopolitical instability, which
has driven up energy prices and further slowed supply chains that had only begun
to recover from bottlenecks spurred by the pandemic.

“A similarly high inflation rate in Germany was last recorded in autumn 1981
when mineral oil prices had sharply increased as a consequence of the Iran-Iraq
war,” the office said in a statement.

In both countries the rates were higher than anticipated, and for Spain it was
the largest increase since 1985 — Spain’s inflation rate jumped 9.8 percent from a
year ago.



Before the present moment, increases in industrial production and the robust
labor market pointed to an economic recovery, after the downturn linked to the
shutdown of the global economy surrounding the coronavirus pandemic. Germany
now aims to continue its push to diversify energy supplies and move away from its
dependence on Russia, which supplies 55 percent of Germany’s natural gas needs.
Germany released plans last week to make drastic cuts to Russian energy.

Moody’s cuts China credit outlook to negative as economy slows

China’s ability to repay its government borrowing has been downgraded by the credit rating agency
Moody’s, which said the ripple effects from a crisis in the property sector would undermine efforts to
revive its flagging economy.

Moody’s warned that Beijing would need to bail out local and regional governments and state-owned
enterprises that were struggling with rising debts, hampering efforts to boost investment and growth.

The rating agency downgraded its outlook for Chinese sovereign bonds from stable to negative on
Tuesday, sending a signal to potential lenders that the risk of a default by Beijing has increased over the
past year.

China’s finance ministry said it was “disappointed” with Moody’s decision when the economy was
on the mend. It said the agency’s concerns were “unnecessary” when the recovery “has been advancing
steadily”.

The world’s second-biggest economy had been slowing before a 2020 crackdown on excessive
borrowing that followed a series of debt defaults by dozens of property developers. On Monday, the
property developer Evergrande was granted an extension until late January to try to restructure its debts
and avoid liquidation. Once the largest developer in China, the company reportedly owes more than
$300bn (£237bn), much of it to individuals whose properties were never built.

The changes in the property sector represent “a major structural shift in China’s growth drivers”, and
could be a more significant drag to overall economic growth rate than expected.

Factors such as “weaker demographics”, as the population ages, will probably drive a decline in
potential growth to about 3.5% by 2030, Moody’s said. The credit rating agency said it expects China’s
economy to grow at a 4% annual pace in 2024 and 2025, well below the 6% to 7% average in the 10 years
before the pandemic.

Moody’s move underscores deepening global concerns about the level of debt in the world’s second-
largest economy.

It maintained China’s credit rating at A1, which is its fifth-highest rating — the top “upper medium
grade” — meaning China comfortably held on to its “investment grade” score. But lowering the outlook is
a sign that the credit rating could be cut in future.
