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Articolo del’Ambasciatore Pasquale Terracciano
sulla Festa della Repubblica

per la rivista online “Diplomat”

Sono lieto di accogliere l'invito a intervenire sul primo numero della nuova
rivista "Diplomat”. Si tratta di un’iniziativa interessante, che sono sicuro

incontrera grande successo.

E per me un particolare piacere avere 'opportunita di raccontare la Festa
Nazionale dell'Italia, la sua origine storica, lo stile con cui amiamo celebrarla,

le emozioni che suscita in noi Italiani.

Il 2 giugno é la ricorrenza pitt importante dello Stato italiano e a Mosca viene
tradizionalmente festeggiata con un importante evento organizzato a Villa
Berg, nel quartiere Khamovniki, Sede della nostra Ambasciata in Russia ormai
da quasi cento anni. Si tratta di un'occasione unica nel suo genere, che
annualmente riunisce la collettivita italiana e tutti gli amici dell'ltalia, russi e
anche di altre nazionalita. Certamente non é un segreto che gli Italiani, come
dei resto i russi, amano molto le occasioni conviviali e il ritrovarsi insieme in

un clima di festa.

Per il secondo anno consecutivo, purtroppo, non abbiamo potuto celebrare
nello stile che ci e solito: la tutela della salute pubblica, e ancor piu il rispetto
per le vittime della pandemia e per il dolore dei loro famigliari e amici, hanno

imposto una doverosa sobrieta.
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Questo non ha impedito di conferire il giusto rilievo alla ricorrenza in maniera
virtuale, attraverso il sito internet www.celebrateitaly.ru, ricco di contenuti
multimediali: oltre ai saluti istituzionali, e possibile fruire di una conferenza
sull'Ttalia di Dante, esplorare mostre online, ascoltare un omaggio musicale e
persino approfondire le ricette della nostra cucina in compagnia di alcuni chef
italiani. La tecnologia ha offerto un mezzo efficace per coinvolgere, pur a
distanza, i nostri connazionali che vivono o soggiornano in Russia: una
comunita ben radicata e integrata nella Federazione, certamente anche grazie
all'amicizia dei numerosi cittadini russi che amano I'Italia, che custodiscono

un sincero e intimo rapporto di affetto con il nostro Paese.

Ma qual e l'origine della Festa Nazionale della Repubblica Italiana? Sono
passati settantacinque anni da quando, con il voto popolare nel referendum del
2 giugno 1946, gli Italiani hanno scelto la forma repubblicana per lo Stato,

abolendo la monarchia.

Gli Italiani cominciarono cosi a costruire una nuova storia: con questa scelta si
apriva infatti una percorso di liberta e democrazia, dopo il ventennio della
dittatura fascista. Un percorso di pace, dopo la tragedia della guerra e
dell'occupazione nazista. La nuova stagione non inizid improvvisamente, ma
si innestd su una base costruita dalle donne e dagli uomini che avevano avuto
il coraggio di resistere alla dittatura. Al fianco di quegli uomini che lottarono
per la liberta, come sappiamo, si schierarono numerosi cittadini russi. Basti
ricordare Fedor Poletaev, il “Gigante Fiodor”, e Danil Avdeeyv, il “Capitano
Daniele”, decorati poi dalla Repubblica con la medaglia d’oro al valor militare;
un risconoscimento eccezionalmente conferito agli stranieri. La memoria delle
gesta di questi eroi, della aspirazione alla liberta che li univa agli Italiani, &

ancora oggi onorata nel nostro Paese sia dalle Istituzioni che dalla popolazione.
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In Italia, la nascita della Repubblica coincide inoltre con l'avvio di una
tradizione di politica estera votata alla pace e alla cooperazione, al
multilateralismo e al dialogo internazionale. Lo sancisce espressamente la
Costituzione repubblicana, in vigore dal 1948: I'ltalia "ripudia la guerra" come
strumento di risoluzione delle controversie tra Stati; rispetta e fa proprie le
norme riconosciute dalla comunita internazionale; favorisce le organizzazioni
internazionali che contribuiscono alla pace e alla giustizia tra le Nazioni, prima
fra tutte 'Unione Europea, di cui I'ltalia & uno dei membri fondatori. E
doveroso inoltre ricordare il contributo prezioso che, da molti anni a questa
parte, i nostri militari forniscono nelle missioni internazionali, impegnandosi
con amicizia e umanita per la sicurezza e la pace. Che nel mondo si parli di un
“modello italiano” delle missioni & motivo di grande orgoglio per il nostro

Paese.

Una costante caratteristica della politica estera della Repubblica é stata - ed e
ancora oggi - il convinto sostegno della necessita e dell'importanza di un
approccio dialogante rispetto alla Russia, in un'ottica di reciproco beneficio e
di concreta collaborazione nella ricerca di soluzioni condivise alle crisi
internazionali e ai problemi globali. Questo orientamento vale in particolare
per quanto riguarda il contrasto alla pandemia ancora in corso, che solo
attraverso uno sforzo congiunto della comunita internazionale potra essere
superata. Un dialogo e pit1 che mai necessario anche nella lotta ai cambiamenti
climatici. Tutela della salute pubblica e sostenibilita ambientale, del resto, sono
due tra le priorita indicate dalla Presidenza italiana del G20, gruppo di cui la

Federazione Russa e senza dubbio uno dei membri di maggior rilievo.
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Nei decenni della nostra Repubblica si sono molto rafforzati i rapporti
economici fra Italia e Russia, che rimangono importanti nonostante la
pandemia: in Russia sono stabilmente presenti circa 500 imprese italiane, di
cui 70 con impianti produttivi, oltre a 68 banche e diversi studi legali.

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Denmark and Russia: the continuation of the story
Dear readers of the June issue of Diplomat magazine.

Denmark celebrates two national holidays in June: June 5 - Constitution Day!
On this day, the national Dannebrog flag is raised across the country, in
celebration of one of the oldest constitutions in the world. Traditionally, this
is also an important occasion to remember fundamental human rights, and
the foundation of Danish democracy, based on the constitution. On June 15,
we celebrate Dannebrog National Flag Day, which, according to the legend,
descended from heaven on this day in 1219 during the Battle of Lindanis,
ensuring victory of the Danes.

But what is Denmark today? For many in Russia, Denmark is the Vikings,
brave warriors and navigators, the fairy tales of H.C. Andersen and the Danish
princess Dagmar, wife of Alexander III. Denmark is also often associated with
LEGO toys, bicycles, “hygge” and green technology.

And what is the relationship between Denmark and Russia today? It is no
secret, that it is strained. But when relations are strained, historical and
cultural ties between countries might be more important than ever. These ties
is part of what we in diplomatic lingo call people-to-people contacts. People-
to-people contacts are an important addition to traditional relations between
countries, also, and maybe not least, when relations are strained. In this
article, I will focus on some of these aspects of Danish-Russian relations.

The history of Danish-Russian relations began in the distant past.The first
cultural contacts date back to the early Middle Ages in the gth century. There
is evidence of Danish-Russian ties in various written sources: In the year of
862, a chronicle reports on the calling of the Slavic tribes of three Varangian
brothers - Rurik, Sineus and Truvor - to reign in Novgorod.

In 1493, the countries signed the Copenhagen Treaty "On Love and
Brotherhood", for the ratification of which the first Danish Ambassador to
Russia Hans Klausen arrived in Moscow. This was the beginning of diplomatic
relations between our countries, which have practically not been interrupted
for over 500 years.
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Back then, the Danes' ideas about Russia were largely based on the notes of
travelers who were lucky enough to visit this unusual country and get
acquainted with its culture and customs: The authors of the memoirs that
have come down to us were diplomats, military men or merchants. The envoy
Jacob Ulfeldt (c. 1530-1593), left a classic description of the Russian state of the
XVI century at the court of Ivan IV called "Notes on a journey to Russia".

Several centuries later, Captain-Commander Vitus Bering (1681-1741), on
behalf of Peter I, led an expedition to Kamchatka and discovered the
Commander Archipelago.

In 1868, the heir to the Russian throne, Tsarevich Alexander, the future
Emperor Alexander III, married the Danish princess Dagmar, who became
Empress Maria Fedorovna.

Danish land surveyor Karl Andreas Kofod spent more than 50 years in Russia,
becoming a close associate of Pyotr Stolypin in carrying out agrarian reform
transforming rural communities and is rightfully considered as one of the
outstanding figures in the history of Danish-Russian relations.

These are just a few historical examples of the relationship between our
countries. Speaking about people-to-people contacts between Denmark and
Russia today, I would like to especially note the green agenda and cultural
cooperation.

Danish missions abroad work to advance global ambitions for climate,
environment and nature and actively support the Paris Agreement and the
UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Danish and Russian partners
collaborate on energy efficiency, green solutions, sustainable development,
healthcare and research. Denmark actively supports both bilateral and
multilateral initiatives that bring together representatives of the public sector,
business, international organizations and civil society to discuss solutions to
common challenges and make decisions that can be inspiring examples for
other countries around the world.

Within the framework of the environmental agenda, the Kingdom of
Denmark considers cooperation in the Arctic region to be particularly
important. This include both new research and educational programs that
guarantee profitable sustainable development in the region for all parties
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involved. The "Agreement on Strengthening International Arctic Scientific
Cooperation” between Denmark, Russia and six other Arctic states aims to
facilitate research and support the freer movement of scientists and
equipment across the Arctic region.

As the Ambassador of the Kingdom of Denmark to Russia, [ am especially
pleased to see how diversely and creatively Denmark is represented on the
map of the cultural landscape in various regions of Russia from Kamchatka to
Kaliningrad. Russia remains one of Denmark's most important and most
valuable partners in culture and art.

Denmark strives to present its most recent achievements in architecture,
design, visual arts, theater, literature, cinema, classical art and of course
culture for children.

In the last 20 years, Danish cinema has been presented in Russia in all its
diversity: the classic of world cinema C.T.Dreyer, and films of the famous
"Dogma 95", and cinema for children. The tradition of Danish film festivals in
Russia is continued by the Danish Wave project, which will be held for the
13th time this year.

Since the times of the USSR, cooperation in the field of theatre for children
has remained one of the priority areas in Russian-Danish cultural ties, which
in recent years has significantly expanded its geography from Moscow and St.
Petersburg to Veliky Novgorod, Salekhard, Perm, Voronezh and Krasnoyarsk.

Danish theatre for children show what is especially in demand today in Russia:
young spectators watch performances that talk about serious and difficult
issues, and at the same time, in the Danish tradition, the performance does
not educate or teach, but gives children a rare opportunity of aesthetic and
cultural experiences. Participation in major Russian and international festivals
allows not only the presentation of performances, but also realization of
creative and translation workshops and discussions with Russian colleagues.

Another area of active collaboration is architecture and design. Denmark
traditionally participates in major architectural exhibitions such as ARCH
MOSCOW, presenting full-fledged conceptual projects, which allows creating
and maintaining close interaction with Russian partners on an ongoing basis.
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Symphonic and contemporary music, visual arts and contemporary dance.
These types of art are also well represented in the Russian cultural landscape:
Russian symphony orchestras in Moscow, Krasnoyarsk, St. Petersburg gladly
perform works of Danish classics N. Gade and K. Nielsen, and jazz and rock
performers perform in philharmonic societies and clubs in many Russian
cities.

Contemporary Danish fine art and video art are also of interest to the Russian
public, and we continue our cooperation in this area with major Russian
institutions such as the Pushkin State Museum of Fine Arts and the Garage
Museum of Contemporary Art.

[ sincerely believe that in the current difficult conditions and global
challenges, our people-to-people connections contribute to the preservation
and expansion of dialogue for the benefit of the peoples of Denmark and
Russia more than ever.

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ICELAND AND THE WIDER WORLD:
HOW DOES A SMALL COUNTRY FARE ON THE INTERNATIONAL
STAGE?

I. Introduction
[t gives me, as ambassador of Iceland to the Russian Federation, great pleasure
to contribute to this first issue of Diplomaticheskyi zhurnal. I have chosen to
write about Iceland in an international context, notably Iceland and the wider
world, with the subtitle: how does a small country fare on the international
stage. I believe this subject can be of interest for the Russian public, not least
considering the differences between Iceland and Russia in terms of inter alia
size, population, and geopolitical leverage. Allow me at the outset though to
mention few facts about Iceland’s embassy in Moscow and the diplomatic
relations between the two countries. Iceland and the Soviet Union established
diplomatic relations during World War II, in 1943, one year before Iceland
became an independent republic; hence we will celebrate 8o years of
diplomatic relations in 2023. The two countries opened embassies in each
other’s capital in 1944 and Iceland’s embassy has been located from the very
beginning in a historical building at Khlebnyi pereulok 28 in the Arbat district.
Historical building, as it was constructed in 1815, shortly after Napoleon’s
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defeat in Russia, and is a good symbol of Empire style architecture. It was once
home to Aleksandr Pushkin’s friend, the compositor Aleksey Verstovsky. In
addition to Russia, the Embassy represents Iceland in Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and
Uzbekistan, thereby covering a region with approximately 250 million
inhabitants and an area that accounts for 15% of the earth’s land surface.

In this article I will focus on Iceland as a small state, Iceland’s foreign policy,
and how a small state like Iceland fare on the international stage, where the
main actors normally are bigger states. I will briefly refer to theories within
the International Relations realm, as these are important as to understand
states’ behaviour in pursuing their foreign policy.

The lion’s share of the article will be on Iceland’s foreign policy, where I will
use examples to demonstrate the choices Iceland has made in pursuing its
policy.

II. Theories of Small states in International Relations (IR)

States have long been the main actors on the international scene, firmly
embedded in the Westphalia peace treaty in 1648. It was then the notion of
the ‘nation-state’ as the main player emerged and coincided with Hobbes
theory of the sovereign state (Shaw 2008). But, in International Relations,
conventional theories have largely focussed on large states and/or not made
any distinction between large and small states. This is in particular true for
realism and its younger version neorealism, which by the way has long been
the prevailing theory within the IR realm.

Thus, the IR realm has traditionally been dominated by large states and their
interests. However, there has been an increasing interest in studying ‘small
states’ in this context, because they are playing an ever-increasing role in
world politics - not least as a consequence of the Soviet Union’s break-up and
new state creation elsewhere in Europe, for instance on the Balkan. In 1960
the number of member states of the United Nations was 99, in 1980 they were
154, in the year 2000 the number had reached 189 and now they are 193. Even
if the increased number of UN member states has not always been due to
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creation of new states, it nonetheless demonstrates that more and more states,
mostly small or even micro-states, have a say at the international table.

A few decades ago, we learned that the United States and the Soviet Union
were the superpowers, and then we learned that other major countries were
Great Britain, Germany, France, period. Today, when one think of global
issues it is likely that one of the first thing that comes to one’s mind is China
as an emerging superpower. Then surely the US and Russia, some would think
of the European Union, but the growing economies like India, Indonesia,
Brazil, Mexico, and South Africa are salient, as well as Japan, South Korea,
Saudi Arabia and so forth.

So, the world map has changed and is constantly changing.

The traditional IR theories do not address small states in a sufficient manner,
they largely focus on large states and do not consider small states as proper
players on the international scene. The assumption is often implicit: small
states do not matter (Veenendaal and Corbett 2015).

Realism assumes that the same logic which guides the behaviour of great
powers, also guides that of small states, and that the core aim of states is to
always protect their sovereignty. In the view of Morgenthau, the father of
realism in IR, the international system is described as a struggle for power
between states, defining power as capability relative to other states
(Morgenthau 1993). According to neorealists, the organising principle of
anarchy forces all states to function as similar social units (Thorhallsson 2019).
The international system is an anarchy, where a zero-sum game prevails and
where states seek relative gains in their dealings with other states. But is this
necessarily so?

The neorealist school has used the term ‘bandwagoning’ to explain alliances
between states, but according to Kenneth Waltz, the godfather of neorealism,
bandwagoning is an alliance between two formally equal units that differ only
in capabilities (Waltz 1979). This is problematic when it comes to small states,
because, some scholars claim, they are fundamentally different social units
that operate according to a different logic from their larger counterparts
(Bailes, Thayer, and Thorhallsson 2016). Small states approach international
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relations from a position of weakness and the relationship between small and
large states is asymmetric (Wivel and Ingebritsen 2019).

Liberal institutionalist theories share many of the core assumptions of realism,
although they do not find cooperation as difficult as realists have claimed
(Keohane and Martin 1995). One can trace this theory back to Kant’s seminal
work on Perpetual Peace, but perhaps the most powerful explication of states’
cooperation can be found in the works of Keohane and Nye on Complex
Interdependence (Keohane and Nye 2012). In fact, liberal institutionalism
emphasises the advantages of organisational cooperation, but with focus on
military, diplomatic and economic relations, and they argue that the anarchy
of the international system can be managed and ameliorated through
international organisations (Lawson 2012).

Constructivist theories emphasise the intersubjective nature of reality,
holding that identities and norms are important to explain the behaviour of
states in the international system (Wendt 1999). While acknowledging that
the international system in an anarchy, the most prominent advocate of
constructivism, Alexander Wendt, argues that the anarchy is basically what
states make of it (Wendt 1992). Thus, constructivists claim that states’
behaviour is not solely shaped by structure and material forces, but also by
ideas - it is in other words socially constructed (Thorhallsson 2019).

It has been claimed that as a general rule, those studying world politics have
sought to explain the nature of the international system, and the actors that
constitute it, through studying small, biased sample of highly
unrepresentative units: namely great powers and super-powers (Sharman
2017). If we look at the increased number of small states in recent years, and
if we omit states with less than one million inhabitants, that will now mean
that approximately 20% of the available cases were excluded from the analysis
(Veenendaal 2015).

And it is not only important that the number of small states has increased. It
has further been shown that small states and even micro-states actually are
presented with several options and that they enjoy great latitude when it
comes to their foreign policy choices (Sharman 2017).
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As a result, it is very important to include small states in the International
Relations realm and many scholars have indeed addressed this shortcoming.

The lion’s share of small state studies has been conducted in the last two to
three decades (Neumann and Gstéhl 2006). They comprise of different
approaches of course. I would like to particularly mention the so-called
“Shelter theory” that has partly been developed in Iceland. This theory has
found that small states tend to seek shelter through alliances, and/or
cooperation with larger neighbouring states and/or regional organisations
(Bailes and Thorhallsson 2013) as the only way to protect themselves (Wivel,
Archer, and Bailes 2014). The shelter theory adds to the existing literature on
small states in that it is a general theory of small state behaviour in world
politics. It shares some affinities with traditional theories but is clearly distinct
in that it points to the prominence of small state multi-vector strategies,
combining political, economic, and societal shelter-seeking and in stressing
the combination of defensive and offensive goals in small state foreign policy
(Wivel and Ingebritsen 2019).

Moreover, the shelter theory emphasises the domestic reasons for a small
state’s choices, points at the fact that small states often benefit
disproportionally from international cooperation, and underlines that
constant interaction with other cultures, ideas, and ideologies is imperative
for a small society to avoid isolation and social stagnation. It has been argued
by some scholars that this last point is particularly important for small
peripheral communities, such as Iceland and the Baltic states (Thorhallsson,
Steinsson, and Kristinsson 2019).

That is not to say that small states do not need a strategy or policy of their
own; on the contrary, they perhaps need it more than most states do. This is
all the more so when they face a “spectrum of internal and non-military as
well as traditional security problems” (Bailes 2009). However, the IR literature
contains no single undisputable definition of what constitutes a small state.

Different scholars use different elements or combination of elements in their
definition, although one can perceive some connecting themes among them.
Unsurprisingly, population size has been the most commonly used criterion,
often supplemented by land area and even economic factors, e.g. gross
domestic product, or military capability (Archer and Nugent 2002; Crowards
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2002; Knudsen 2002). Some scholars, most notably those who lean towards
social constructivism, would also argue that a country’s perception of its own
size is of importance in this regard. A state can also be regarded small on
global scale but large regionally or very influential in one particular issue area.

With a population in the 2018 census as roughly 350 thousand, and an area of
some 103,000 sq. km, Iceland meets the basic standard for smallness. In terms
of economy, the GDP per capita is undeniably high, with $56,000, but in
nominal terms of course very low, or around 25 billion USD (International
Monetary Fund 2019). As a country with no military, the military capability is
obviously non-existent. And even if Iceland has some leverage in regional
Nordic cooperation and within the Arctic Council, it is still the smallest
member. So, by all standards we consider Iceland as a small country.

III. Iceland’s Foreign Policy: theory and practice

Let’s now turn to Iceland’s foreign policy. To that end, let me first explain
briefly Iceland’s foreign policy choices from 1918, when Iceland became a
sovereign state. Next, [ will highlight few major events that demonstrate how
economic interests have been decisive in our foreign policy, regardless of the
alliances we have been part of.

The theory of small states in international relations considers it normal for a
small entity to seek ‘shelter’ from a powerful protector, be it a neighbouring
state or regional or international organisations (Bailes and Thorhallsson 2013;
Wivel, Archer, and Bailes 2014; Sigurdsson and Bailes 2015). As regards
Iceland, this has largely been the case, but certainly not always.

a. Iceland’s foreign policy from neutrality to NATO
Iceland decided to pursue a policy of neutrality after becoming a sovereign
state under the Danish King in 1918. This was clearly linked to the nationalism
which prevailed and characterised the newly acquired Icelandic sovereignty
(Sigurdsson 2012). Icelanders did not want to anew become dependent on a
foreign state. The second World War and the occupation of Iceland by British
troops — and later American armed forces - changed this sentiment gradually.
Five years after becoming an independent state, Iceland joined the North

Atlantic defence alliance, NATO, and in 1951 a defence agreement with the US
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was signed. The neutrality became impracticable, and Iceland sought shelter
from the United States and its allies - thereby choosing a side in the Cold War
world. It belongs to the history that these choices were highly contentious in
Iceland and there was always a strong and vocal minority among the
Icelanders and the political elite against the NATO membership and the
military alliance with the US. Here, security considerations were decisive for
the path we chose. This did not, however, prevent us from trading
considerably with the Soviet Union, which became one of our most important
buyers of fish, in exchange for oil, much to the disliking of some powerful
allies. But from an economic perspective this trade with the Soviet Union was
of utmost importance and the economic interests prevailed, while at the same
time honouring our security policy commitments.

b. The “Cod Wars”

These security measures were, however, not sufficient when Iceland had to
fight for its exclusive economic zones on three occasions, first in 1958 and
latest in 1975. The so-called “Cod wars” that Iceland repeatedly waged against
the United Kingdom, were a real fight for economic independence. At stake
were the fish stocks, upon which Iceland based its economy and livelihood.
No help nor assistance was offered by the US or other NATO countries when
Her Majesty’s Navy, with large battleships and frigates, attacked the small
Icelandic Coast Guard ships, defending the territorial waters. It was of course
unprecedented that one NATO country attacked another, and clearly allies
within NATO, including the US, were not at all certain how to deal with this
situation.

For Iceland, it was utmost important to expand the fishery zones on all these
occasions as the stocks in Icelandic waters were overfished, and Iceland relied
heavily on fisheries. Basically, it was the backbone of the Icelandic economy.
Thus, in 1960 fishery amounted to 92% of the value of export, in 1980 it was
75%, in 2000 it had dropped to 63%, but in 2018 it was down to 40%. It is
therefore obvious how important fishery has been for the Icelandic economy,
even if it has now become more diverse.

Other countries than the UK decided to abide the unilateral decision of
Iceland to expand its fishery zone, including Germany, Belgium, and others,

even if they disapproved of it. Of course, Iceland and the UK tried to find
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solutions every time, but the fact is that the political elite in both countries
were under strong domestic pressure, in Iceland’s case it was the fishing
industry and the public opinion, while in the case of the UK, it was the
trawling industry (Steinsson 2017).

During all these disputes Iceland played the security card and threatened to
withdraw from NATO and close the American base in Iceland. And it also
threatened to break the diplomatic relations with the United Kingdom. NATO
and the US in particular were concerned but did not want to intervene,
although we know that especially the Secretary General of NATO at the time,
Joseph Luns, tried behind the scenes to mediate, without success.

It was not until Iceland went ahead and broke diplomatic relations with the
UK in 1976 - also an unprecedented step by one NATO country against
another - and threatened to withdraw from NATO, that the foreign minister
of Norway, Mr. Knut Frydenlund, intervened and took on the role of a
mediator. This last Cod War was settled in 1976, with a highly favourable
agreement for Iceland where the United Kingdom conceded to a 200-nautical-
mile Icelandic exclusive fishery zone (Johannesson 2005). In this case,
economic interests rather than security or strategic considerations, were
seminal in our policy. A more nuanced picture would though emphasise that
the Icelandic statesmen were under enormous pressure from the public
opinion and that most of them did not at all want to withdraw from NATO or
close the American base in Iceland. But they did not fully control the course
of events and had to bow to the anti-UK and to some extent anti-NATO
sentiment in the Icelandic society at the time.

c. Economic considerations
In 1970 Iceland joined the European Free Trade Agreement (EFTA) in order to
take part in the EFTA member states’ free trade agreement with the European
Economic Community (EEC), an agreement that was particularly beneficial
for the fishing industry. Then, in 1994, Iceland became a part of the European
Economic Area (EEA), comprising of the EU and three EFTA states (Iceland,
Norway, and Liechtenstein). By joining these agreements - generally
considered as highly beneficial for the country - Iceland secured access to EU
markets, “including those for marine and agricultural products, without
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adverse effects for these sectors”, thereby creating an important economic
shelter (Thorhallsson 2018).

Some years later, Iceland was severely hit by the financial crisis of 2008. The
Icelandic financial crisis was an economic and political event in Iceland that
involved the default of all three of the country's major privately-owned
commercial banks in late 2008, following their difficulties in refinancing their
short-term debt. Relative to the size of its economy, Iceland’s systemic
banking collapse was one of the largest, if not the largest, experienced by any
country in economic history. The total assets of the three collapsed banks
amounted to 1035% of Iceland’s GDP.

In July 2009, lawmakers voted in favour of a government plan for Iceland to
apply for full European Union membership. Opinion polls also showed a
considerable support for EU-membership application among the electorate.
Although Iceland already had a free trade arrangement with the EU, it had
always rejected full membership due to concerns that its independence could
be compromised. However, the then Prime Minister had promised to bring
Iceland into the EU to help stabilise its economy. For three years accession
negotiations took place and in fact most chapters were concluded, the main
problems and obstacles pertained to the agriculture and most notably fishery.
Iceland could simply not submit to the Common Fishery Policy of the EU.
Negotiations were therefore put on hold in early 2013, in the run-up to
Parliamentary elections in Iceland that spring. Then, following the 2013
elections, the new Government of Iceland dissolved its accession team and
suspended its application to join the EU. Today, an EU-membership is off the
table, and there is a very limited support for Iceland to join the Union among
politicians and the public.

The decision to apply for EU-membership was largely based on economic
circumstances, caused by the economic collapse, perhaps rather than political
will to join to Union. In this case, Iceland sought a short-term economic
shelter with the IMF and the argument put forth by the proponents of EU-
membership was to consolidate an economic shelter within the European
Union (Thorhallsson and Rebhan 2o0mn).
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d. Small states’ leverage
Now, how does a small country like Iceland fare on the international stage? Is
it possible for a small state to influence the development in world politics?
There is perhaps no simple or obvious answer to this question.

During the Cold War, for instance, the superpowers (the United States and
the Soviet Union) were the main actors. And now, after decades of detente
and rapprochement following the dissolution of the Soviet Union, we witness
an escalation in the relations between the US and Russia, coupled with a trade
war between the US and the emerging superpower China.

Despite this scenario, however, there are abundance of examples of small or
medium size states, influencing the development on the international stage.
The Nordic countries, most notably Finland, Norway, and Sweden, have all,
to some extent, been engaged in mediating peace or a settlement and leading
politicians from these countries have contributed to conflict resolutions.

Iceland, as the smallest of the Nordic countries, cannot pride itself on this
kind of international leverage. Nonetheless, Iceland’s voice has, in some
instances, certainly made a difference. I can name a few examples.

In 1960, Iceland made a statement in the UN, claiming that ,Icelanders have
always stood by oppressed nations and it is of utmost importance for
Icelanders that all peoples have the right of self-determination, the right to
decide their destiny and future.“ Hence, Iceland has consequently spoken
against colonialism and supported dependent peoples. This steadfast
declaration has also guided Iceland on the narrow path of world politics, and
fortunately, this policy has steadily gained support among many countries,
with the apparent exception of the superpowers.

As a coastal state, Iceland has long been hugely engaged in the law of the sea
and has undoubtedly had some leverage. I have already mentioned the Cod
Wars, but it is widely recognised that Iceland’s fight for 200 nautical miles
exclusive economic zone and the agreement with the UK back in 1976, in
addition to several South American states that already had extended their
rights to 200 nautical miles, paved the way for this becoming a United Nations
standard under the UNCLOS (United Nations Convention on the Law of the
Sea). This is an example of a country having a considerable leverage in one

particular issue area, in spite of meeting all the normal standards of smallness.

e. Iceland and the Baltic states’ restored independence
A rock from the last barricade in front of the Lithuanian Parliament, Seimas,

has the following inscription: “To Iceland - They Dared When Others
Remained Silent”.

In 1991 Iceland was the first country to recognise the restoration of the
independence of Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania. This was of course a bold step
by a small country, during these very dramatic months in European history,
and many of our closest friends were not very happy as they did not want to
rock the boat and supported Gorbachev’s policy of openness (glasnost). It did
not take many days until more countries followed in Iceland’s footstep,
including the other Nordic countries, the US and even the Soviet Union
(Johannesson 2016). Iceland was also the first country in the world to
recognise Armenia, Azerbaijan, Croatia, Georgia, Montenegro and Slovenia. It
was also the first Western State to recognise Palestine in 2011. In the same
vein, Iceland was actually in the forefront among UN member-states that
vitally supported the creation of the state of Israel back in 1947.

So, Iceland has a kind of a reputation as a country that normally is supportive
of other countries’ struggle for independence.

It is interesting to look closer at the events in the Baltics in 1990/1991. The
incumbent President of Iceland, Mr. Gudni Th. J6hannesson, former Professor
of Political History at the University of Iceland, who has researched these
events, writes in one of his publications: “Three episodes stand out in
Icelandic-Baltic relations in 1990-1991. In January 1991, immediately after the
Soviet crackdown in Vilnius, the Icelandic Foreign Minister visited Lithuania,
and then Latvia and Estonia. Vytautas Landsbergis and others in the
Lithuanian independence movement were grateful to [Iceland], but
disappointed over the absence of visible support from other Western states.
Gratitude was again expressed on 11 February when another landmark was
reached: Iceland’s parliament, the Althing, reiterated that the country’s pre-
war recognition of Lithuania’s independence was in full force. In the wake of
the failed putsch in Moscow in August 1991, appreciation for Icelandic actions
was again evident [..]. On 22 August, [foreign minister Hannibalsson]
confirmed in writing to his Estonian and Latvian colleagues that Iceland
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recognized the independence of Estonia and Latvia, echoing the Althing’s
February proclamation on Lithuania. Four days later, the foreign ministers of
the three Baltic states convened at H6fdi House in Reykjavik [...] and signed
declarations on the resumption of diplomatic relations with Iceland”
(Johannesson 2016). It was claimed that Iceland had been an “icebreaker on
the international scene”.

Icelandic policies towards the Baltic states have been situated within a wider
frame of the country’s sympathy for oppressed peoples, as well as the
capabilities of a small state to influence larger developments - to punch above
their weight.

f. The Human Rights Council

In 2018 Iceland was elected to the UN Human Rights Council, when the US
withdrew its membership. Iceland was firmly resolved to use this opportunity
to draw attention to the widespread violation of human rights and the rule of
law in many countries. Iceland submitted a resolution, to launch an
independent investigation into alleged crimes committed during the
Philippine government’s war on drugs, such as extrajudicial killings, arbitrary
arrests and enforced disappearances. The resolution was approved, but many
countries abstained. Only one European country voted against though,
namely Hungary.

Philippine President Rodrigo Duterte took a swipe at Iceland saying: “What is
the problem of Iceland? - Ice only. That is your problem. You have too much

ice and there is no clear day and night there,” “So you can understand why

there is no crime, no policeman either, and they just go about eating ice.”

[ would not go as far as to claim that these examples were a make or break for
the development in these respective cases. However, they clearly demonstrate
that a small state has a voice and can be heard on the global stage, and that
they can at least influence.

g. Iceland and the Arctic
In recent years, the Arctic region has become more and more important in
global politics. This is not least by virtue of climate change, causing retreating
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ice cap, opening up of new sea routes between Asia and Europe, and access to
undiscovered or hitherto inaccessible natural resources. We sometimes hear
the phrase “the scramble or the race for the Arctic”. In any event, the Arctic
region is a showcase of the ramifications of climate change, and its
significance in international cooperation and relations will only increase in
years to come. An Arctic country like Iceland, has obviously a large stake in
the development of the area.

The Arctic Council is the leading intergovernmental forum promoting
cooperation, coordination and interaction among the Arctic States, Arctic
indigenous communities, and other Arctic inhabitants on common Arctic
issues, in particular on issues of sustainable development and environmental
protection in the Arctic. This is a consensus body, comprising the eight Arctic
States, namely Iceland, the Kingdom of Denmark, Finland, Norway, Sweden,
Canada, the United States, and Russia. These member states are on equal
footing within the Council, and they have equal say at the table. One can only
imagine how valuable it is for a small country to be at the table on equal terms
with the big players, which was particularly evident when Iceland held the
biennial chairmanship of the Council in 2019-2021. This is an indisputable
example of a forum where a small country can without hesitation punch above
its weight.

IV. Concluding remarks

In this article I have given an overview of the main theories within the IR realm
and seen that, at least to some extent, they are not adequate as regards small
states. The shelter theory has been developed in order to address the choices
small states have in their foreign policy.

I have, however, mainly dwelt on Iceland’s foreign policy as a showcase for
small states and how they can influence international politics. These examples
show that Iceland has since the second World War sought shelter from a
powerful state and an alliance, so as to safeguard its security interests, but has
also been willing to deviate from this main path when economic interests have
demanded or when conscience so dictates.
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To conclude, I would therefore maintain that small states can well survive in
the international system, and they can even have leverage and seminal impact
on the developments of world politics.
